CHAI RVAN DEJESUS:. Therefore, let's go to
Qur Lady of Lourdes and what we have.

MR HYLAND: M. Chairnman, good eveni ng.
My nane is WlliamHyland. | represent Virtua in
this application. | have with ne several
representatives fromthe hospital systemas well as
our engi neer and proj ect nanager.

This is an application which affects the
rear portion of the hospital where trash and refuse
is handled com ng fromthe hospital. The application
is proposing to elimnate open containers that have
been used for trash which has been sonewhat annoyi ng
to the nei ghbors near by because of trash escaping
fromthose containers. And to replace themw th two

conpactors which are enclosed. And, of course,
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conpact both trash and recycling cardboard with two
separate recycling conpactors to be install ed.

There are several ADA parki ng spaces.
There's actually a lot of them back in that area.
Several of themw | be renpved to enable this to
take place. But | enphasize to you, this is not an
area that is open to the public for parking or for
any other purpose. |It's that necessary part in every
bui | di ng where things such as refuse, contai nment and
managenent has to take pl ace.

There are two technical variances
i nvol ved. One involves the anount of parking. W
are required under the Ordi nance, to have 1, 278
spaces. There are only 1,076 there. As the Board is
wel |l aware, we have been in on a nunber of
applications in the past nonths to increase
substantially the amount of parking at the hospital,
a new parking Il ot adjacent to it which has been
constructed. And then across the street there wll
be several buil dings denolished and additi onal
parking will be constructed over there.

The other variance is to allow the
conpactors to be | ocated where we are proposi ng them
And despite the fact that this is at the rear of the

hospital, under your Ordinance, that area is
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considered to be a front yard. And, therefore, we
need a variance to allow us to place these structures
in the front yard.

spaces to be calculated by the Gty Engineer. So
right nowit |ooks |ike you have a deficiency of 202

par ki ng spaces.
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MR. HYLAND: And | think that that is in
t he total aggregate parking including what we call
t he southern parking I ot on the opposite side of
Haddon Avenue.

M5. MOORE: (Ckay.

MR HYLAND: And the only comment | woul d
make there, Dena, | certainly am aware of the
requirenents for the parking contributions. W would
i ke the opportunity to see whether any of that may
have been assessed and already paid in conjunction
with the site plan applications that took place on
the southern side there.

We'd have to coordinate that wwth the planning office
and the Cty Engineer's office.

M only coment is,
don't think anything changes. | don't think we're
trading off or creating any additional i npervious
surface, so I'mnot sure there's any nodification.
But | guess we have to go through that cal cul ation

M5. MOORE: Right. The plan doesn't --
the cal cul ati on doesn't specify any nodification. It
just specifics what's there for the project. So it's
not as if you're nodifying frominpervious to
pervious -- or from pervious or inpervious.

MR HYLAND: O vice-versa, yes.

M5. MOORE: O vice-versa, right.

MR HYLAND: So, MKke, if you'll nake a
note to just show what addition or subtraction would

be taki ng place with inpervious.
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MR. CI TERONE: Yes, we can do that.

M5. MOORE: Well, it's the actual
calculation for the fee. And just note that the fee
is a lunp sumand not nonthly as indicated in the
Appendi x. Ckay?

MR. HYLAND, Ckay.

M5. MOORE: The project nust be approved
by the Gty Engineer prior to final approval wth
witten verification provided to our office prior to
final signatures on the plan. And then the existing
encroachnments within Ornond Avenue nust be revi ewed.

MR HYLAND: Ckay. M ke, do we know what
t he encroachnents are? Personally, | don't.

MR CITERONE: |'m not --

M5. MOORE: Your encroachnents within the
ri ght-of-way on O nond.

MR HYLAND: Ckay. We'll reviewthat
wth, | guess, Oion, right?

MS. MOORE: Yes.

MR CITERONE: It |ooks like there's --
yes.

M5. MOORE: | just noted that for him
So you'll need his approval but | just noted that
there are the encroachnents that | saw at | east

within the right-of-way that need to be taken care
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of .

MR. HYLAND, Ckay.

M5. MOORE: The project nust be approved
by the Gty Fire Chief prior to final approval wth
written verification provided to our office Prior to
final signatures on the plan. You agree?

MR HYLAND: Yes. Nobody ever says no to
the Fire Chief.

M5. MOORE: The conpactor details on
Sheet 2 should be revised to include dinensions,
materials and colors. You'll add that?

MR CI TERONE: Yes.

M5. MOORE: The plans shoul d note that
all site work construction and details nust conform
to the standards of the Gty of Canden.

MR CITERONE: W'Il note that, yes.

M5. MOORE: It appears that no
| andscaping i s proposed. A |andscape plan should be
provi ded in accordance with Section 870-224.B(7) or a
wai ver shoul d be request ed.

MR CITERONE: | think we're requesting a
wai ver as there is really no area to plant in.

M5. MOORE: Per Section 870-224.B(1)(e),

t he visual inpact of large surface parking lots

| ocated al ong street frontages shall be mnimzed
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with | andscaping. A masonry wall exists for a
portion of the frontage.

MR HYLAND:. Again, we've asked for a
wai ver there.

M5. MOORE: (Ckay.

MR. HYLAND: It's an area where trucks
and vehicles and the |ike are going. Obstacles are
to be avoided within that parking area for that
reason. So | andscape islands would sinply create
anot her hazard to trucks and so on operating back
t here.

M5. MOORE: So |'m assum ng that woul d be
the sane for a No. 3: Parking areas shall be
subdi vided with planting islands --

MR, HYLAND:. Yes.

M5. MOORE: -- containing trees and ot her
| andscape materials? So you're also requesting a
wai ver there?

MR. HYLAND: That's correct.

M5. MOORE: Trash Encl osure shall be
| andscaped such that a year-round screen is provided
per Section 870-224.B(14). Plans should be revised
or a waiver regquest ed.

MR HYLAND:. Yes.

M5. MOORE: In addition, testinony should
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be provided regarding hours of trash hauling to
determ ne the inpact on adjacent residences. So
you're requesting a waiver. And then what are --
do you know the hours of trash hauling?

MR. HYLAND: Julie.

MS. HERB: The hours of trash hauling,
what we have is, we expect two to three tinmes a week
for this and they would be during normal business
hours. They're telling us it would be during the day
when the trash conpanies are out picking up. And
certainly we woul d abi de by any noi se ordi nances t hat
are already in place because we do that as it stands
now.

M5. MOORE: So it would be pretty nmuch
what ever the hours are now for the trash hauling in
the area, correct?

MS. HERB: Yes.

MR HYLAND: Actually no. Dena, if we
could interrupt for one second. Julie, could you
just indicated how trash is handl ed now and the
frequency of it and what will change as far as the
use of the conpactors is concerned?

M5. HERB: Yes, Bill, | was just going to
get to that so thank you. So Dena and team so

basi cally what's happening now is, we have these open
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top containers in the rear. W have box trucks that
are carting the trash across Haddon Avenue to a site
t hat we own across Haddon Avenue; four conpactors
there to put the nmaterial in. And, again, this is
just trash.

It's regular trash and cardboard that's
com ng out into these open-top containers. W nake
multiple trips during the day to unload these
open-top containers to take themover -- take the
trash over to the conpactors. And then, of course,
it's conpacted and that to pick up over on the other
side of the street over on the other side of Haddon
Avenue on the south end of the property.

What we're proposing wwth this is, in
putting these conpactors back there, we'll actually
have less trips and less truck traffic comng into
the back of this facility. They will go into the
containers. Cbviously, they wll be self-contained
so we wll not have the issue with trash flying down
the street on a wi ndy day, that sort of thing.

And then the hope then is with this, that
we wll be elimnating the truck traffic that we
currently experience hauling back and forth several
times a day. The pick-ups wll then occur just

directly fromthe trash, |ike a waste nmanagenent or
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the trash service provider. And they expect to pick
it up two to three tinmes a week.

M5. MOORE: Thank you for clarifying
t hat .

M5. HERB: You're wel cone.

M5. MOORE All electrical and nechani cal
equi pnent shoul d be screened from vi ew per Section
870-224.B(19). You agree with that?

MR CITERONE: | was just going to say,
the electrical equi pment necessary for the conpactors
w Il be adjacent to the conpactors in that sane
vicinity. So as far as screening, there's just the
exi sting fence along the rear.

M5. MOORE: There's no other additional
screeni ng?

MR, Cl TERONE: No.

M5. MOORE: Okay. So you would need a
wai ver for that al so then.

MR. HYLAND: Yes.

M5. MOORE: And | think we have that
noted as | andscapi ng around trash enclosures. In the
back it's actual screening, equipnent screening. And
"Il note that waiver

The next one, 870-244.D, street trees are

required | ong both frontages and shall be spaced
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every 40 feet. Plans should be revised or a waiver
requested. Wiver requested?

MR CITERONE: | think we're requesting a
wai ver given the sane situation that there's no area
toreally plant in.

M5. MOORE: Per Section 870-244.E(3)(a)
where residential and nonresidential uses abut, a
| andscape strip of at |east 25 feet is required.
Plant material shall be planted in such a fashion
that a year-round screen at |least 8 feet in height
shal | be produced within three grow ng seasons. The
buffer, that buffer is, you' re asking for a waiver of
that buffer?

MR HYLAND: Yes. To install 25 feet as
required, there's no roomto do that and no room can
be acquired to do that.

M5. MOORE: Per Section 870-244.F(1),
there shall be no nore than 10 parking spaces in a
row wi t hout a | andscaped island. A waiver is
necessary. You're requesting that waiver?

MR, HYLAND: That's correct for the
reasons of creating of additional obstacles for
vehicles in that area.

M5. MOORE: The sane for the next comment

with interior parking area shall be | andscaped at 5
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percent, that's a waiver?

MR HYLAND:. Yes.

M5. MOORE: And curbed islands with a
m ni mrum radi us should be installed in the parking
lot. Plans should be revised or a waiver requested.
That's al so a wai ver, correct?

MR, HYLAND:. Yes.

M5. MOORE: That's 244.F(4).

MR HYLAND: F(4).

M5. MOORE: And then the final one, a
year -round buffer shall be provided around the trash
encl osure with evergreen and shrubs. And that would
al so be a wai ver requested?

MR, HYLAND:. Yes.

M5. MOORE: Lighting.

The applicant proposes to use existing
light fixtures. Testinony should be provided that
existing light levels are sufficient. Lighting
| evel s shall conply with Section 870-243.D(2) or a
vari ance requested. So what's permtted, the m ni num
lighting levels is 0.25 footcandl es. Average
lighting is between 0.5 and 2 footcandles. And the
maxi mum lighting level is 3 footcandles unless you're
directly under a fixture in which 5 footcandles is

permtted.
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So are you aware if you neet these
lighting | evels because |ighting, that section here,
t he Section 870-243.D(2), that would be a variance
for lighting. So have you done an analysis in which
you're aware of the existing lighting |evel s?

MR. CI TERONE: We have not but we coul d
do a light test, a neter test.

M5. MOORE: (Okay. Because if you don't
neet what's here then you woul d need a vari ance.

MR HYLAND: Ckay.

MR BURNS: Do you think it's worth
requesting the variance? Mght be easier if you
request the variance because --

MR HYLAND: That's what |'mthinking,
yeah.

MR CI TERONE: | concur.

M5. MOORE: To neet it to the nost extent
possi bl e?

MR BURNS: You'll attenpt to neet it to
the fullest extent possible. W understand that if
you can't, in which case the variance can be
granted. But you'll agree to neet it to the full est
extent possible with the understandi ng you nmay need a
vari ance.

MS. MOORE: Yes.

MR HYLAND:. Again, this is an area where
there is no public parking. And we would |ike to,
the offset, of course, is to not make it any brighter
t han necessary for our operations for what that area
is used for so that it doesn't beconme an annoyance to
t he nei ghbors.

M5. MOORE: Right. This is just to the
general lighting levels for the town. That's for
ever yt hi ng.

MR BURNS: M sense is, Bill, you
probably need a variance if that's your client's
position to try to keep it as |low | evel obviously
with security in mnd.

MR HYLAND:. Sure.

MR BURNS: It's not a heavily traversed
area so you're likely going to need the vari ance
because | think the settings are as Dena said,

t hroughout the Gty in general |evel, you re probably
going to be below that. And I think you net the
proofs by indicating that, you know, the reason is

that it's not an area that is designed to be heavily
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lit, serves no purpose.

MR, HYLAND: Yes.

M5. MOORE: (Ckay.

MR. HYLAND: On a flexible sea, we don't
want to create a problem W need to light it
obvi ously, but the bal ancing of the equities
considering that there are nei ghbors near by.

M5. MOORE: We understand that. W're
al so just looking for site safety too.

MR, CI TERONE: | understand. We'll
provi de the nunbers.

M5. MOORE: And | did add that for the
variance. So right now |I'mon page 5. For the
Sunmary of Variances, we have the accessory structure
in the front yard, nunber of parking spaces, conbined
side yard, buffer and lighting levels. So that's the
five variances.

And Wi vers, we have parking | ot
buffering, parking |ot islands, |andscape plan,
| andscape around trash enclosures. | changed the
next one to equi pnent screening. Street trees,
buffer, parking lot islands, percentage of interior
parking | ot | andscaped, parking island | andscapi ng
and year-round buffer around trash enclosure are the

wai vers which are all pretty nmuch | andscapi ng.
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So you're aware of the Approval Process
as |listed on page 5?

MR HYLAND:. Yes.

M5. MOORE: And | have noted for Cutside
Agency Approval s: Canden County Pl anning Board and
Canden County Soil Conservation District.

MR HYLAND: W have applied for a waiver
fromthe County Pl anning Board that this application
is there. | think they hold that in abeyance until
this is finished. But |I do know that we had
submtted; that Angela signed off on it and it has
been fil ed.

The Soil Conservation District, that
certification if it's required, will be filed by
Tayl or Wseman & Taylor directly with the Soil
Conservation D strict.

M5. MOORE: Ckay. M. Chairnman, that
concl udes our review

CHAI RVAN DEJESUS: Thank you, Dena.
Anybody from the Board have any questions in
reference to this project?

DI RECTOR WALKER: | have one questi on.
Being there's going to be instead of open dunpsters,
they're going to be conpactors, and it's on the rear

side where it's residential, will that create any
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noi se nui sances?

M5. HERB. We will have to run the
conpactors. But what | would say to that is, that
the noise of all the trucks and having to unl oad the
current open-top containers, we will have | ess noise
overall in that |oading area. W have had conplaints
from nei ghbors previously about the noise back
t here.

What we're trying to do is elimnate sonme
of that noise in all of the trips that are
currently -- all the box trucks that are com ng back
and forth. | keep getting nuted, | guess. Sonebody
keeps nuting ne. So what we're trying to do is
elimnate the noise. Yes, there will be noise from
conpactors running, but there won't be noise from as
many trucks com ng through.

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: Do you know when the
conpactors are going to run?

M5. HERB: | do not know that but they
woul d be runni ng during nornmal hours. | nean, we
woul dn't want to be running themat all tines of
ni ght or anything of this nature. W also have
patients in the roons -- in the tower right there
t hat we would not be wanting to run this and

certainly disturb folks in the nei ghborhood either.
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DI RECTOR WALKER  COkay. | got you.

MS. HERB: You' re wel cone. Thank you.

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: Anyone el se fromthe
Board that has questions that relates to this
project?

M5. MORTON: Well, first of all, it was
very nice being contacted on this. | just received
my letter. And | had no idea what your plans were.
But | do want to say several things. You guys are
only considering yourself at this point. You' re not
consi dering the taxpayers of the Cty of Canden and
that's what we are; very high taxpayers for the Gty
of Canden.

Now, you're going to put this in ny front
door; right at ny front door. |I'mat the old
enmergency gate. And we're suppose to just accept
everything that nakes it convenient for you guys.
What about the nei ghbors? What about the
nei ghbor hood? Can anybody answer that for ne?

MR BURNS: | don't know if the applicant
wants to address it.

M5. HERB: Bill, | could certainly
address it as best as | can. W honestly are -- what
we're attenpting to do here is try and sol ve sonme of
the conplaints that we've received before about trash
com ng fromthese open-top containers, noise |evels.
And the noise is because of these box trucks that are
nmovi ng the trash around; the trash bl ow ng down the

street ending up in neighbors' yards down the
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street --

M5. MORTON: | agree with that.

M5. HERB: That's what we're trying to do
here is to try and nake it better. | understandi ng
where you're comng from |'mnot saying | don't.

That's really our intention here. W're not trying
to upset anyone or offend anyone. W're trying to
make a situation better based on conplaints that we
had recei ved.

M5. MORTON: OCh boy, oh boy, oh boy. So
we're just going to accept whatever you guys nake it
conveni ent for you guys. Sixty years |'ve been back
here and a taxpayer in the Cty of Canden and a very
hi gh taxpayer. And you decided to cone in all the
time and telling us what's going to be in
nei ghborhood. And I can't take it. | really can't
and that will be right in ny front door alnobst. The
gate divides ny house and that's where you're going
to place those conpactors and all. | don't
understand our City's workers for even not
considering not doing this for the taxpayers. | just
don't understand it.

M5. HERB: | would also note for the
Board as wel | because | don't think that we touched

on it in the testinony, that there is a
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six-and-a half foot high fence in this area as well.
We certainly would be open to trying to adjust that

in sone formor fashion to nmake it nore pleasing if

that would be helpful at all. W did plant when we
did the parking lot job and we built the parking | ot
to the west of the hospital.

We plant additional trees along that,
al ong O nond as requested by sone of the nei ghbors
because certainly we want to try and be good
nei ghbors. And we understood there was sone
affection for sone of the trees there that we had
taken out. So we'd certainly be open to doing sone
things like that to make us as any degree better. |
nmean, we certainly are -- our intention here is not
to upset or offend any nei ghbors. W try to be good
nei ghbors, the best that we can be.

M5. MORTON: Now, you nentioned and | was
listening earlier, you were saying there's no parking
back here? The parking, every day it's packed; cars
are back here. You guys -- | watch it every day.

M5. HERB: It's not heavily utilized and
it's not utilized by the general public. It's a
mai nt enance person.

M5. MORTON: | check ny front door and

see it every day. You can't tell nme that | don't
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see.
M5. HERB: |'msaying to you that there
are mai ntenance fol ks that are com ng and goi ng. W
have | ot of vendors that cone.
M5. MORTON: You got workers that park
ri ght back here. Not over in your lot, in the

convent lot. They park right there at the gate every

single day, cars after cars. |It's packed every day.
So your information you're getting, | don't know
where you're getting it from but | live with it
every day.

MR HYLAND: Ms. Morton, excuse ne. |
don't think we're denying the fact that there are

cars parking back there. Wat we saidis, it's not a

public --

M5. MORTON:. Well, that's what you said
earlier.

MR, HYLAND: No. Wat | think | said
was, that it's not a public parking area. |n other

wor ds, there are people back there.

M5. MORTON: You said there are a very
few cars. You said --

MR BURNS: Ma'am we don't want to argue
with him Let the gentleman speak and then you can

respond. Gkay? W can't hear when two people are
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speaki ng at once.

MR HYLAND: Al I'msaying to you is,
it's not an area that's opened up to the public,
patients, visitors, doctors, staff, do not park back
there. There are workers that park back there and
cone and go. That's true. But those are people that
are suppose to be back there. They are the ones that
are operating the mai ntenance vehicles. They're the
ones that are attending to the trash and things |ike
that. Those people will park back there.

M5. MORTON: And it's packed every day
back there with cars, every single day.

MR, HYLAND: There are cars back there
and there are trucks back there every single day. W
don't deny that. They're suppose to be there.

M5. MORTON: And the noise factor.
|"ve tal ked to several people on these things that
you're going to install. They're noisy. How nuch
noi se are we expected to get; to tolerate?

MR, HYLAND: M. Chairman, | don't know
what further can be said. Virtua tries wherever
possi ble to be a good neighbor. It is a hospital and
it has people that have to do work back there. And
we try to mnimze that during the evening and

overnight. During the day there are activities that
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take place here. No one is denying that.

M5. MORTON: |'msaying, |'ve been here
60 years and |'ve served every adm nistrator in that
hospital. |'ve served on boards over there. | have
been a good nei ghbor. W have been good nei ghbors to
Qur Lady of Lourdes Hospital starting back from when
Sister Clevette and that goes back in the early 60's,
late 50's. So don't say that we're not considering
anyt hing that you have. W want to convene for
our sel ves.

Now, |'ve asked you on the noise factor.
| ' ve asked you on several things and |I haven't gotten
an answer. And | have been commttee woman in
Par kside for the last 45 years, 50 years. Ckay?

So I"'mnot only speaking for this block. I'm
speaki ng for several blocks back here.

MR, BURNS: Dena, do you want to address
sonet hi ng you had to say for Ms. Morton?

M5. MOORE: | was going to say, would the
applicant agree to provide the analysis for the
antici pated noise levels for confornance with state
| evel s? Can you provide that noise analysis as a
condition of any type of approval to nmake sure that
you neet -- that you conformto any state noise

requi renents or all owances?
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M5. HERB. Mke, | don't know if you want
to weigh in on that. | have no |line of sight on what
the state ordinances are. | know what the noise
| evel s are of the conpactors but | do not know what
t he requirenents are.

MR BURNS: It's 65 decibels, right,
Dena?

M5. MOORE: | don't know of fhand. |
can't confirm of f hand.

MR CITERONE: | think we can -- we know
what the conpactors produce --

MS. HERB: Yes.

MR CI TERONE: -- and we can conpare that
wth what the allowable state regul ations are.

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: Can you nuffle that
specific area with some form of cover or sone other
formof trees or sonething that nmay hel p absorb the
sound that cones fromthat specific area?

M5. MORTON: Have you consi dered which we
have, you purchased the convent. There's plenty of
| and that's not being used as parking. There's trees
and what have you. Have you consi dered doi ng any of
t hese projects over there instead of at our front
door ?

MS. HERB:. W do have sone ot her projects
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that we are looking at for that particular area. The
adj acency is really what we're trying to achi eve
here, as well as | said, to satisfy conplaints that
we received on this loading area. The trash has to
cone out the back of that hospital. That's where
it's all routed to conme out there.

M5. MORTON: Well, can't you re-route it?
Can't it be re-routed?

M5. HERB: That's what we're doing right
now and we're hauling it across the street and we're
trying to elimnate having to haul it across the
street and also to elimnate the noi se and the
conplaints of the trash coming out of this area
bl ow ng down the street. |t doesn't do us any good
to nove it to another area over to Haddon Avenue
because then we'd still have to cart all of the trash
over there. And then we still have trash flying down
the street in the back of that |oading area.

M5. MORTON: But the residents don't live
over there, Sweetheart. That's all land. Al around
it. You comented that the only spot that there's
property owners in the back, back, back.

M5. HERB: | understand. |'mjust trying
to address what we're having at the | oadi ng dock

because that's where the | oading dock is |ocated. |
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can't nove the | oadi ng dock.

M5. MORTON: Boy oh boy. W're in a
non-listening situation it | ooks |ike back here.
Ms. MIller, that's one of our representatives from
the CGty. M. Mller?

MS. MLLER  Excuse ne.

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: Hell o.

MR BURNS: | think it's a different
Ms. Ml ler.

M5. MORTON: | would hope our Cty would
t hi nk about the taxpayers back here. W have no
rentals. Everybody pays taxes and |'ve been payi ng
themfor 60 years. But you would consider the
residents over what their plan is for us when they go
back to the suburban area and |live where there's no
noi se, no nothing. | would hope that you woul d
consi der the residents back here and the taxpayers.

COUNCI LWOMAN REYES MORTON:  Chai r man.

MR BURNS: Thank you, Ms. Morton. |
t hink the council woman has her hand up, M. Chairnan.

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: kay. Councilwoman,
woul d you i ke to speak?

But not since Virtua has taken over
now.

COUNCI LWOVAN REYES MORTON: Director, iIs
t hat sonet hing that we put together and | can help
out also with the council person just to make sure
that, you know, there's sone conmuni cati on between
Lady of Lourdes in that community nei ghbor hood?

M5. MORTON: We're just asking our Gty
not to sell us out, the taxpayers by the outsiders.
That's all we're asking.

COUNCI LWOMAN REYES MORTON: | just want
to make sure there's a process in place so that we're
all on the sanme page and that we can conmuni cate
effectively back and forth and not wait until the
neeting like today to discuss sone of these issues
and challenges. So is that sonething that can be
organi zed as we continue along with the project?

MR BURNS: | think that's a question for
Virtua to see if they can set up a neeting.

Ms. Herb, | --
M5. HERB: | would also -- | have
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Mark Nessel who is with us as president at the
hospital. | don't have any objection but | al so want
himto weigh in on this since he is the president of
this hospital and has been for nmny years.

MR NESSEL: W would definitely be
wlling to do that. W've been trying to
accommodate the things. And | agree with
Ms. Morton. Fromwhere our |oading dock is, it is
very difficult for --

MR, BURNS: Go ahead, M. Nessel. You're
addressing Ms. Morton's concerns so |'msure she
wants to hear what you have to say.

MR NESSEL: Yes. Sure. I'msorry. |
t hough sonebody had a questi on.

MR BURNS: The persons on ZOOM are
tal king to each other phone so you can go ahead and
proceed, M. Nessel.

M5. MORTON: No. | have several
nei ghbors in the house |istening al so.

MR BURNS: W're trying to help you,
ma'am so | think it's inportant --

M5. MORTON: | under st and.

MR BURNS: -- that you listen to what he
says here. Go ahead, sir.

MR NESSEL: W have had this issue.
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W' ve been working on this trying to get these plans
t oget her and get them obvi ously drawn up and
addressed and then goi ng through this process.
Because this has been one of our problens. W take
all that trash across the street. And then because
of how we have to take it, we have other dunpsters
back there. And we're trying to accommodat e t hat
with these two conpactors. That's been a big issue
that we've gotten a lot of conplaints about. So
that's one thing we're trying to work on.

W' ve had sone issues with sone of the
vendors we have, especially our oxygen vendor. W' ve
really tried to push on them because during COVI D,
they would conme at all hours. And I don't blane the
nei ghbors for being unhappy about that. W' ve gone
to the top of the conpany because it's not our truck
but sone ot her trucks that have cone in.

So | don't disagree that there have been
i ssues. And we could have a neeting. |'m not
adverse to that if we wanted to sit down and | guess
we woul d work through the Parkside Organization and
get the way we could organize that. W did have a
nmeeting. | think Ms. Morton mi ght be referring when
we were Lourdes and we were thinking about

constructing the parking | ot that we eventual |y did.
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We did have conmmunity neetings about that. But we
woul d be willing to do that again.

MR BURNS: | think it's inportant
because and | think a nmeeting is inportant because
obviously, there's issues. W all understand, as
nmenbers of the Board, that this is an existing
condition; it's there. But it sounds to ne like it's
not working well. It's inpacting the neighbors. As
clearly as Ms. Morton is indicating and she's there
with neighbors that live in that vicinity. These are
things the Board doesn't like to | earn about at a
heari ng.

Lot of it is things that need to be
addressed between you and the neighbors. It sounds
i ke you understand sonme of those issues and you're
wor ki ng to make that happen but elimnating nore
trucks goi ng back there with the conpactors and all
that. It's an issue. |If you live there, | can
under stand why Ms. Morton and the nei ghbors woul d be
concerned, particularly since nothing has been really
tal ked about since COVID and COVI D has been a while.
It's sonething that | think you need to sit down with
t hem and addr ess.

DR WLLIAVMS: Through the Chair.
think we should table this matter to allow Virtua to
nmeet with the residents on that block in that area
before the next neeting. | think it's inportant that
the community is able to weigh in and broker whatever
agreenents that can be brokered with the hospital.

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: | agree. | think one
of the nost inportant things is that nei ghbors
should be able to work together as a unit regardl ess
if it's a commercial or a residential because it
I npacts everybody. And | believe very strongly that
Virtua is trying to do their best and |'m sure the
nei ghbors are trying to cooperate to sonme great
degree. But it doesn't seemthat they're
communi cating together in a way that solves the
problem So Virtua, are you ready to do this or
what? M. Nessel ?

it blows along ny house as well. As well as
the patients fromyour hospital or the visitors -- no
the patients -- the visitors fromyour hospital, they

| eave trash all up and down Vesper Avenue.

The grave yard said it's not theirs and
they can't do anything about it. 1've called your
hospital and guys said you can't do anythi ng about
it. So | wonder, who can do sonething about all the
trash that bl ows al ong the nei ghborhood? There's no
one outside of the hospital cleaning the trash. And
it's fromyour visitors. So | want to know how you
can renedy that.

M5. HERB: | can address that and then
certainly I can have Mark weigh in on that. | know
Mark currently has recognized with his teamat the
hospital, that there are sonme issues with trash. And
nore specifically, what we have received the magjority
of the conplaints about is along Ornond there since
that's where the | oadi ng dock is.

And he is working to hire a team nenber
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to the plant operations teamthat would function nore
i ke a groundskeeper-type of function to that
position so that we can try and keep trash at bay
fromthe nei ghborhood and certainly on our property
as well as neighboring properties so that we do not
have that issue.

M5. MORRIS: So you're saying that al ong
Vesper Blvd. where the trash is where a | ot of
visitors park that's going to your hospital, they
| eave they trash there. | know you spoke about
Ornond but what about Vesper?

MS. HERB: The entire property around
Virtua Qur Lady of Lourdes woul d be what that
responsibility of this position would be as a
groundskeeper in order to pick trash. So it would
not just be limted to Onond. W just have -- the
predom nance of the issue at O nond because it bl ows
out of the dunpsters and that's why we were tonight
totry and fix that piece of it. But we are in the
process of adding that Virtua enpl oyee so that we can
make sure that the entirety of the property is
wel | - mai nt ai ned and cl eaned up fromthe trash.

M5. MORRIS: Wen will that Virtua
enpl oyee be added? Are you saying a week, two weeks?

M5. HERB: | do not know that yet. |
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woul d need to see -- Mark woul d have to weigh in on
that since he is the hiring manager.

MR, NESSEL: This is Mark. So we have
that job posted and we have several applicants. The
fact that people wear nasks and we nake them wear
masks, they take them off outside and you're right,
it's a shane that people do that and they just |et
it go and it goes out wth the wnd. And we do send
people out. It's just is very -- it's alnost |ike we
have to send people out nmultiple tinmes a day because
of the anmount of trash, to your point, that people

t hat maybe aren't the enpl oyees but may be visitors

are doi ng.

So we want the sane thing you do. W
want that cleaned up. [It's not good for our property
and we don't want anybody to feel |ike the

nei ghborhood is inpacted by us. Like Julie said,

we' re going to have sonebody that's just going to do
t he grounds every day and that's going to be their
responsibility.

M5. MORRIS: And, Mark, nmay | have your
phone nunber? What happens if that doesn't happen?
Who can | reach out to? Because in the past, |'ve
reached out to people and no one responded saying

that they are going to do sonething and they don't
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respond. And secondly, who will clean up the island?
If there's masks flow and they | and into the islands,
wll you take care of that? |If the nmasks flow

agai nst the graveyard fence, who is going to cl ean

t hat ?

MR NESSEL: W're going to do all that.
W have to do all that. 1In fact, if you noticed, we
used to get -- we've been trying to find sone pl aces

on the property where trash is gathering. W took
all the rose bushes out in front just this week
because a | ot of trash would get caught up in there
and then bl ow across the street. W're trying to
change sone parts of the property.

What | can do is, and | think that's what
we're going to try to do is, get comrunication to the
nei ghbor hood, to the people that |ive al ong your
bl ock. And then we could give you that information.
| want to nake sure the right people give you the
ri ght communi cati on and how we're going to do this
going forward. |'mnot prepared to tell you who to
call today. You have ny nane. You can call the
operator. |It's Mark Nessel and you can ask for ne.
Since | have a certain role, | would rather find the
ri ght phone nunbers and the people that can react a

ot differently than | can to do that.
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The other thing I'd like to do is, once
we have that person, is kind of introduce themto
everybody and then that person will be the one that
w Il be outside every day working on our property.

| need to ask. Wio actually --and | know you're
going to clean up the trash al ong the graveyard
side. WII it be trash cans there as well and w ||
t hey be picked up? |If there are trash cans, w |
t hey be picked up on a regul ar basis?

MR, NESSEL: That side of the street is
not ours so we're not going to put trash cans there.
We' [l put trash cans on our property.

M5. MORRIS: So you'll just clean up any
trash or debris that blows against that fence?

Pipe is sold to contractors for various construction
projects. For the nost part, alnost exclusively, the
work that is done there is sorting, storage and the
sale of pipes. The only additional activity I
beli eve that takes place there is sone occasi onal
light fabrication of the pipes. That |ight
fabrication consists sinply of cutting the pipes as
required for different custoners.

We provided a site plan diagramof the
| ot |ocated at 1535 Broadway. The boundari es of the
| ot are east to west. The boundaries are Broadway
and South 4th Street, north and south. Witman
Avenue is the northern border. Jackson Street is the
sout hern border. The entire | ot consists of 5.753
acres of open space which is predom nately where the
work is done for the pipe yard.
