We're here this evening to present our
application for sign variance relief for the
Mast ery School - Mol i na El ementary which is | ocated at
601 Vine Street. This is also referred to as BLock
781, Lot 1. The property is |located within your R 2
Resi dential Zoning District and the school is |ocated
between Vine & Elm Streets between 6th & 7th Avenues.

It enconpasses the entire bl ock.
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Qur proposal is to install five
wal | -mounted signs at the property which will require
variance relief fromyour Cty Code Section 870-253.
The proposed nunber and size of signs for the school
is necessary for proper identification of the school
as a Mastery School as well to indicate its history
as the Rafael Cordero Mdlina School.

The |l ocation and size of the signs is
strategic for safety purposes, ease of
identification, |location of the access points for
various grade levels on different building el evations
and streets, and to provide a consistent design thene
t hroughout the project site.

As | stated earlier, we have Ananda Neely

with Bl ackney Hayes, our project architect, who wll

present the overall sign proposal. And |I'm] ooking
for Omr Robinson. | don't see himon here just
yet .

CHAI RVAN DEJESUS: You want to swear her
in so we can get started.

W're happy to have do your
first testinony. M. Chairman, | believe that M.
Neely can qualify in her field of architecture.

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: Continue then with
your presentation.

MS. NEELY: Wuld it best for nme to share
my screen so we can | ook at draw ngs?

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: Yes, of course.

MS. NEELY: You can see ny screen?

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: You want to mark that
as A-17

M5. NEELY: So |I'mnot going to echo a
|l ot of what Emly has already said. So we're
proposing five signs at this location. A lot of it
is due to the fact that it's a scale of this project
that takes up an entire block. W've placed all of
t hese signs at key entrances for the school, so that

students who go to school -- there's a wide variety
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of students that use this school so they can
recogni ze what entrance they're suppose to go to.

Visitors who are comng to the school for
the first tinme, can identify where they're going.

And it can be described to people who are visiting in
case of an energency. Each of the signs is two
inches thick and will be pin-nounted to the exterior
of the building. None of the signs will be
illumnated so it doesn't contribute to the any |ight
pollution in the residential area.

CHAI RVAN DEJESUS: Can you show the signs
as is nounted on the buil ding?

M5. NEELY: So this is the entire school
as it stands so they are on the street that faces
Elm And then the front entrance which faces 7th.

So this is nore detailed. So we have these two signs
that are going to be facing Elm Street and those w ||
be used as Kindergarten entrances so the "M | ogo can
be identified quickly by Kindergarteners who will

know that they need to go these doors. Then the rest
of our signs are at the front entrances, so that wll
be used by visitors who are coming for the first tine
in carpool drop-offs and things like that. So we

have two "M |l ogos on this swing wall that we have at

this front entrance. And then we are relocating the
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Raphael Cortero Ml ina School sign that used to be at
the top, to this canopy. So five signs in total.

MR BURNS: M. Chairman, we'll mark that
Exhi bit A-2.

Site Plan, Virtua Qur Lady of Lourdes, Inc., 1600
Haddon Avenue, Block 1301, Lot(s) 1 & 2.

The applicant is proposing to construct a
new 6-story bed tower totaling 254,155 square foot
and extensive internal renovations to the existing
hospital facilities, including new elevators and
sprinklers of all buildings. Al so new operating
suites for cardiac, neurosurgical procedures and
organ transplantation and the relocation of a
ground-| evel Helipad to a new Helipad on the rooftop
of the Pavilion Building along Vesper Boulevard. 1Is
t here anyone that represents Virtua Hospital ?

MR, HYLAND: M. Chairman, WIIiam
Hyland. | represent Virtua in this application. |If
| can begin.

CHAI RVAN DEJESUS:  Yes.

MR HYLAND: As you have indicated, this

is a rather substantial project which wll involve
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t he construction of a new bed tower along with the

ot her things that you nentioned. The new buil di ng
wi Il also be the new principal public entrance to the
hospital and the public access to patients' roons for
visitation and the like. W are not increasing the
nunmber of beds. However, the current situation with
t he hospital beds at Qur Lady of Lourdes, is that
they are sem -private roons.

Part of the beds wll be noved over to
this new building. So that with that and the
renovations in the existing building, all of the
pati ent beds will be located in private roons goi ng
forward. There are also the issue of parking. And
as the Chair, and | think nost of the nenbers of the
Board if not all are aware, we have been in
periodically over the past year plus to create
addi ti onal parking, particularly on the south side of
Haddon Avenue where there's a rather extensive
parking area there. As soon as two buildings are
renoved as the Board approved sone nont hs ago, the
total nunber of beds will be 1,200 -- excuse ne --
parking will be a total of 1,278 parking pl aces.

That will be actually nore than what the O di nance
requires. And all of themw || be conpliant with ADA

requi renents.
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There is one variance that we seek which
is a technical variance really as opposed to a
substantive one. Your O dinance requires that
parking for any particular use, is to be all on the
sane property. As you know, there is a substanti al
parking | ot which belongs to Virtua and as part of
its parking which is across the street on the south
si de of Haddon Avenue.

So the variance that we seek is sinply to
allowthis off-site, if you will, parking across the
street to be included and to be used as part of the
parking field for the hospital, for physicians,
enpl oyees and al so patients and visitors. There are
a coupl e of design waivers which we'll discuss when
we get to them They relate to sone | andscapi ng and
street trees along the surrounding trees. Sone of
that actually has al ready been approved in earlier
applications. And then finally we are not asking
this evening for any approval with respect to
signage. There will be a separate plan with a
conpr ehensi ve signage programthat will be introduced
at a later application to the Board.

MR, Chairman, | have a total of six
w tnesses which I'd like to have sworn by the

solicitor. It may not be necessary for all of them
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to speak. However, if a particular question needs to
be answered by one of those w tnesses, they'l]|

al ready be under oath and we won't have to stop and
interrupt the proceeding in order to swear that
person in. | have sent a list of the nanes and
addresses and respective occupations of those

W tnesses to your solicitor and also to Ms. Mller so
that they have them and we don't have to worry about
spel ling nanmes this evening or anything of that
nat ur e.

So if we can have our w tnesses sworn, we
have a presentation to nake. | would note that we
have really had terrific dial ogue back and forth with
Dena Johnson who has turned around reviews of the
original plan. W then submtted a subsequent
revi sed plan responding to her initial letter. She
is then been able to issue a second letter and we
really have no issues. But | think that -- | just
want ed to acknow edge her cooperation in being able
to have these things turned around.

And | would just sinply say that we have
no i ssues as far as her letter is concerned as you
will hear. So with that, M. Burns, if we can have
our witnesses sworn, we'll start.

VMR. BURNS: For all the wi tnesses that
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wll be potentially testifying tonight and | have
that is: M. Herb, M. Nessel, M. Cranston,

M. Kol donasov, M. Shropshire, M. Doss, if you
coul d pl ease raise your right hands.

DAVI D SHROPSHI RE, P.E.; KENT DGCSS, R A ;
VLADI SLAV KOLDOVASOV, P.E.; MARK NESSEL, JULI E HERB,
DAVI D CRANSTON, having first been duly
sworn/ affirmed, was exam ned and testified as
fol | ows:

MR BURNS: | also note for the record,
M. Chairman, | believe that one of our Board nenbers
has joined us. |Is there an additional Board nenber
that needs to be identified or not? I|'msorry. |
don't see it. They've left. M apol ogies.

So wth that being said, M. Chairnman, |
bel i eve we can proceed. | just want to state for the
record that out of an abundance of caution, and |
di scussed this with counsel, he did put reference in
there to be noticed regarding the Helipad. That is
not before us tonight. That is not controlled by
this Board or the City. That is a separate
application that gets approved by --

CHAI RVAN DEJESUS: The FAA
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MR BURNS: -- the FAA. So we do not need

to address that tonight. But, Counsel, out of an

abundance of caution, felt that that should be in the

notice. But | just want the Board to be cl ear that
we don't need to address that tonight. That's
not sonething for us to review

Also, M. Hyland can confirm or nmaybe
Ms. Herb can confirm the applicant apparently has
nmet nunerous tines with the nei ghbors and has had
very positive neetings. So, M. Chairman, maybe we
shoul d just hear quickly fromM. Herb as to the
nmeetings wth the nei ghborhood which is always so
important. As the applicant says, you al ways
encourage themto do, M. Chairman, to be good
nei ghbors.

MR CHAI RVAN:.  Absol utely.

M5. HERB: Yes, that is correct.

Good eveni ng everyone. Thank you for
having us. W very nuch appreciate everyone's tine
this evening. Yes, we have had neetings with our
nei ghbors and friends on O nond and Vesper. W had

showed renderings of the new structure that we are

pl anning to build. W've received a | ot of positive

f eedback relative to the structure and the

i nprovenents that we do plan to nmake there.
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We had al so had fol |l owup neetings
relative to a prior application which we did w thdraw
relative to the conpactors. But out of that neeting
we had pursued a variance for an 8-foot high fence,
privacy fence, that was desired by our neighbors.

And we did share what that concept would | ook Iike.
We are noving forward with that as the Gty is likely
aware of at this point. W are waiting for a permt
at this tine. W are preparing to file the permt
for that fence as the variance was granted for that.

And with that, 1'd like to also open this
up to Mark Nessel who is the president of our
hospital at Virtua Qur Lady of Lourdes in Canden. He
did arrange the neetings and | thought that he m ght
want to comment further as to those neetings that we
have hel d.

MR NESSEL: CQur goal was to provide an
opportunity for the people on Onond to see the
rendering so notified them W had sone of the
nei ghbors show up in person. A couple were on the
phone. But we provided witten notice a couple as to
what we were planning to do and just to | et everybody
know. It would have been -- it mght not have been
convenient at tines but we had themin the evening

and we did get sone people, not a |ot for the bl ock.
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And we plan on continuing to have these
nmeetings. | think it was spurred fromthe initial
di scussion, as Julie nentioned, with the conpactor
and kind of the agreenent we cane to about not doing
that and putting up the fence. For us, everything is
i npactful for everybody. So our goal is to open up
conmuni cations and continue to do this on an ongoi ng
basis as we do any projects on our property.

M5. HERB: And with that, 1'd also Iike
to add, we did at that nmeeting, we did also introduce
our superintendent that will be representing us from
L.F. Discroll who is our construction nmanager for
this project. W wanted to orient at |east the
nei ghbors that were present at that neeting, we
wanted to orient themto the faces and the fol ks that
t hey woul d see on-site as a continued di al ogue
t hroughout the duration of this project.

MR NESSEL: Yes. |If | can nake one nore
poi nt and Julie nakes a good point there by saying
that, you know, we do have witten contractural
obl i gati ons of anyone that cones to do work on our
property through Discroll; that they will not park on
that street; that we follow the hours for any kind of
noise with them And our goal is to keep our

nei ghbors i nforned about when we do do construction,
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to nmake sure that they're inforned about things that
are going to happen. The first thing we're going to
do is, is informthemvery soon about when we're
going to put the fence up and how that wll inpact
the street when we're doing that.

MR BURNS: Very good. Thank you.

MR HYLAND: M. Chairman, if | just add
one thing. Wth respect to the privacy fence, you
may recall that that will require approval of a
license fromthe GCGty. |[|'ve worked very closely with
Dr. WIllians' office. W had to wait for the
Resol ution to be adopted which was adopted at your
Special Meeting on the 31st of August. M. Burns had
reviewed that |icense agreenent. And | understand
fromDr. Wllians that that wll now be on the
agenda, we expect, for approval by Cty Council sone
time in the latter part of October. | don't renenber
the date specifically, but at the Council neeting in
Cct ober, that would be finished. And then Virtua
wll be able to pull permts and get that work under
way in conjunction with the other projects going
f orwar d.

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: Can | go to our
engineer's letter since you' ve already explai ned the

majority of it? Since we have been involved with
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your project for just a long tine, it would speed up
t he night and we can nove on fromthat point. 1Is
that a problemw th you?

MR. HYLAND: You're the Chairman. So if
you want to start with that.

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: Dena, can you take
over and present your |letter, please.

M5. MOORE: M. Chairman, |I'mreferring
to Rem ngton & Vernick's letter dated Septenber 7,
2023. | wanted to note on page 3 under the General
| nformati on and the proposal, there is a change in
t he square footage. This 6-story bed tower totals
197,670 gross square feet. So | wanted that on
record for the correction. And |I'll proceed to
page - -

MOORE: A road opening permt from
t he Camden County Hi ghway Departnent woul d be
required for a road openi ng on Haddon Avenue. You
acknow edge t hat al so?

MR KOLDOVASOV:  Yes.

M5. MOORE: It was nentioned previously
regardi ng Section 870-230.L, parking is to be
provided on the same | ot as the principal use to
which the stalls are ancillary. The applicant has
proposed parallel parking on the county road. Plans
shoul d be revised or a variance is required. The
applicant is requesting the variance for that,
correct?

MR, KOLDOVASOV: That's correct. This is
VI ad Kol domasov, civil engineer with Tayl or Wsenman &
Taylor. | just wanted to thank everybody fromthe
Board hearing us tonight as well as the
prof essionals who have been here in a tinely
manner. Yes, we're seeking the variance primarily
because the hospital as a whole unit, is an overall
Virtua canpus in conjunction with the west | ot which

is where the proposed i nprovenents are bei ng made
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with the increase in parking, as well as the south
| ot which has been on the Board at vari ous neeti ngs
of the denolition of the existing buildings to create
an overal |l parking canpus.

MR BURNS: M. Chairman, just for the
record, Vlad and the other professionals, M.
Shropshire and M. Doss, they've all been accepted by
this Board in the past as professionals in their
specific professions of architecture, engineering,
traffic engineering. So | didn't want the Board to
think we weren't accepting them as professionals.
You have done that in the past. M. Hyland, if you
can confirm these are the sane professionals that
have appeared on ot her applications, correct?

MR HYLAND: M. Doss, | don't believe,
has appeared before this Board. M. Doss, you are a
regi stered architect in the State of New Jersey?

MR DOSS: Yes, | am

MR HYLAND:. And you have practiced
architecture for how | ong approxi matel y?

MR DOSS: Thirty years.

MR HYLAND: And your involvenent with
t he hospital has been in connection with the
devel opnent, along with other nenmbers of your firm

t he devel opnment of the plans that are before the
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Board with respect to the architectural plans that
were subm tted?

MR DOSS: That is correct, yes.

MR, HYLAND: Then | woul d submt that
M. Doss is qualified also, M. Burns.

MR BURNS: Thank you. M. Chairnman.

CHAI RVAN DEJESUS: Can we then conti nue,
Dena?

MS. MOORE: Yes.

Page 5. Per Section 870-234.E, for any
uses for which 12 or nore enpl oyee bicycl e parking
spaces are required or provided, not |ess than
25 percent of the bicycle parking spaces shall be
provi ded wi thin wholly-enclosed individually secured
conpartnents or | ockers, providing protection against
theft, vandalism and the weather for all or any part
of any bicycl e parked therein.

The | ockers shall be close to an entrance
to the building they serve but need neither be
| ocated at a major entrance to the building nor be in
vi ew of working personnel on-site or close to high
activity areas. In lieu of the |ockers, the sane
nunber of bicycl e parking spaces providing equival ent
security and conveni ence nay be provided within the

buil di ng they serve. Testinony should be provided.
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So you will be providing bicycle --

M5. HERB: Yes.

M5. MOORE: WII they be interior to the
buil ding or in an individually-secured conpartnent?

M5. HERB: The | ockers, you nean?

M5. MOORE: The | ockers, yes.

MS. HERB: So what our plan, Dena, is, is
that we would want to put them-- since this new
structure will house the new main entrance,
we do have a | obby area, a greeter area as well as
our security professionals there. So our planis to
i ncorporate that in that entrance area. As patrons
and visitors would cone into the facility, it nade
sense logistically to put that there as far as we
consi der ed.

M5. MOORE: Okay. |If you can just note
on the architectural plans, | guess, the |ocation of
t he bicycl e parking.

M5. HERB: Yes. Kent, are you able to do
that for us?

MR, DOSS: Yes, we can do that.

MS. HERB: Thank you.

M5. MOORE: Thank you.

On page 6, it's not underlined but the

applicant did provide a stormnater fee cal cul ation so
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that is $2,143.23. Like | nentioned, that has been
cal cul ated and that fee nmust be paid by the applicant
prior to final signature of the plan.

On to Grading: The applicant nust
provi de spot grades at all building access points and
corners. There was probably one or two that were
m ssed but you'll add that to the plan.

MR KOLDOVASOV: Yes. Absolutely. 1'11
confirmduring tinme of conpliance to verify if
there's any building entrances that's been added or
shifted to make sure that they're all provided.

M5. MOORE: Spot grades are provided at
the ends of the retaining walls. Structural
cal cul ati ons nust be provided by a New Jersey
i censed professional engineer for all retaining
wal ls three feet high and taller.

MR, KOLDOVASOV: And the structural
calculations will be provided as well as pl ans
during the conpliance review peri od.

M5. MOORE: The project nust be approved
by both the Gty Engineer and the Cty Fire Chief
prior to final approval with witten verification
provided to our office prior to final signatures on
the plan. It's the sane deal.

MS. HERB: Understood and agreed.
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M5. MOORE: A CCTV inspection of the
sewer nust be perfornmed and reviewed by the City
Engi neer prior to construction. The applicant w |
be responsible for any inprovenents to the existing
infrastructure required for the connection of the
proposed project. And | know that you're in
di scussion with the Gty Engi neer regardi ng what
those limts would be should this application be
approved toni ght, correct?

MR, KOLDOVASOV: Yes. And then we'l
provi de copi es of those inspections to your office.

M5, MOORE: Okay.

Moving on to the Planting Design: Trash
encl osures shall be | andscaped such that a year-round
screen is provided per Section 870-224.B(14). Pl ans
shoul d be revised or a waiver requested. In
addition, testinony should be provided regarding
hours of trash hauling to determ ne the inpact on
adj acent resi dences.

So we had extensive testinony previously
regarding the trash. So at this point with this
application, because we've had tal ks before this
neeting regarding the review letter, nothing will be
changed with this new buil ding regardi ng your trash

haul i ng, correct?
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M5. HERB: That is correct. W would
mai nt ai n sane operati ons because we don't have any
new -- there are no new beds happening with this
project. W would continue as we have been with our
trash process.

M5. MOORE: So then you woul d be asking
for a waiver of the trash encl osure | andscapi ng?

MS. HERB: That is correct.

M5. MOORE: AlIl electrical and nechani cal
equi pnent shall be screened from view per Section
870-224.B.19. Are they roof-nounted?

M5. HERB: Yes. And Kent could conment
perhaps a little bit further with regard to the
screeni ng on the new structure.

MR DOSS: Yes. Al of the equipnent is
screened on the roof so there will be no exposed
equi pnent .

M5. MOORE: There's a parapet?

MR DOSS: Correct. Both a parapet for
t he open equi pnent and encl osures for the equi pment
that will be internal.

M5. MOORE: Thank you.

Per Section 870-244.D, street trees are
required along all frontages and shall be spaced

every 40 feet. Plans should be revised or a waiver
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requested. Are you able to provide that every 40
feet. If not, | would suggest that you request the
wai ver fromstrict conpliance.

MR KOLDOVASAV: Yes. W're requesting a
wai ver fromstrict conpliance for Lot 2 which is the
exi sting hospital al ong Haddon Avenue, Vesper
Boul evard and Ornond Avenue. Now, | know there's
sonme i nprovenents being nmade to Ornond Avenue where
the existing is happening. But generally since
there's no i nprovenents happeni ng al ong Vesper
Boul evard and Haddon Avenue, we are requesting that
strict conpliance due to site constraints as well.
But all the site inprovenents where the work is being
done, we are providing the street trees at the
requi red 40-f oot spaci ng.

M5. MOORE: Per Section 870-255.A(2), a
year -round buffer shall be provided around the trash
encl osure through the provision of evergreen trees
and shrubs. Plans should be revised or a waiver
requested. This is very simlar to the other
wai ver. And | would assunme that you are requesting
it for the sanme reason that you're requesting the
| andscapi ng?

MR, KOLDOVASOV: That's correct.

M5. MOORE: Lighting: VLighting |evels
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shall conply with Section 870-243.D(2) or a variance
requested. The mninmumlighting |l evel permtted is
0.25 footcandles. You are proposing 0.25
footcandl es. The average lighting level is

bet ween -- proposed to be 1.15 footcandles which is
permtted since it's between .5 and 2 footcandl es.

And then the maximumlighting level is
3 footcandles unless directly under a fixture then 5
footcandles is permtted. You are proposing 6.75.
So you woul d be requesting a variance. And did you
want to put on record the reason why you woul d be
exceeding that lighting | evel?

MR KOLDOVASOV: Yes. So we are
exceedi ng the maxi mum 5 f oot candl es underneath the
fixture. And it's really just a 4 pol e-nounted quad
poles that are | ocated on the top portion of parking
stalls in the central aisle. Minly, we just don't
to inundate the site with multiple light fixtures.
So we figured it's better site light |ayout and
better coverage along that whole entire parking area
to provide just one fixture instead of two fixtures
to neet the sane requirenent.

M5. MOORE: We're noving on to the
Traffic Report: The applicant's traffic engi neer

shoul d provide testinony as to the trip generation
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informati on provided in support of the support of the
cal cul ated nunbers, and verify if weekend peak hour
traffic is not anticipated to be a substanti al
contributor as projections for that tine period were
not provided or anal yzed.

MR SHROPSHI RE: | can testify that the
weekend projections for the expansion wll be
substantially |l ess than the weekday projections. |
can also testify that we utilized the square footage
that Dena had referred to in terns of anticipating
what the additional traffic would be.

However, since there's not an increase in
beds that's going to happen here, we probably
over-projected. But even with that over-projected
nature of the traffic volunes during the peak hour,
everything functioned at good | evels of service at
all the studied intersections and we don't anticipate
any issues with regard to the design.

M5. MOORE: The applicant's traffic
engi neer should provide testinony that the on-site
accesses and internal circulation |ayouts are
expected to safely and efficiently acconmobdate the
anticipated traffic vol unes.

MR SHROPSH RE: Yes. They have been

desi gned safely and efficiently neeting all
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general | y-accepted traffic engi neering design
standards for wdth and radii.

M5. MOORE: The applicant's engineer
shoul d confirmthat adequate site distance in
accordance with AASHTO policies exist at all existing
and proposed intersections. It should say traffic
engi neer. Sorry.

MR SHROPSH RE: Yes, they wll.

MR. BURNS: For the record, the traffic
engi neer that just testified on all of that is David
Shropshire.

MS. MOORE: Thank you, Dave.

Movi ng on to the Environnental |npacts:
The Soil Erosion and Sedi nent Control Plan shall be
approved by the Canden County Soil Conservation
District review and approval prior to earth
di sturbance. You will provide that docunentation,
correct?

MR KOLDOVASOV: Absolutely. Yes. That
application has been submtted on August 25th.

M5. MOORE: The project nust conply with
t he New Jersey Stormat er Managenent Regul ati ons
whi ch set forth standards for runoff quantity, water
qual ity and groundwat er recharge.

MR KOLDOVASOV: Acknow edged. The site
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has nmet those standards. | nean, the overall project
has been part of an overall Stormwater NManagenent

Pl an. The basenent has been designed to actually
retain the entire stormrunoffs and sl owly di scharge
via the existing punp station. |In addition to that,
t here have been various new rul es and green
infrastructure that had been in place. And to conbat
that with a new i npervi ous nucl ear surface, we are
proposi ng NJDEP approved hi gh-capacity
bio-infiltration systens in the new increased

I mpervious areas to neet those requirenents for the
water quality.

M5. MOORE: On page 11.

During construction, the applicant should
adhere to the noise regul ati ons established sound
level limts of 50 decibels during nighttinme. That's
10: 00 pmto 7: 00 am And 65 deci bel s during daytine,
7:00 amto 10: 00 pm as neasured at any residenti al
property line. You would adhere to that?

M5. HERB: Yes.

M5. MOORE: Remi ngton & Vernick Engineers
encourages the applicant to continue its process of
wor ki ng closely with the New Jersey Departnent of
Envi ronnmental Protection, Canden County Soi
Conservation District, Canden County Pl anni ng Board,
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Canden County Municipal Uilities Authority and the
City of Canden to avoid inpacts to any environnental
features adjacent to and/or on the site, and to
conply with any outstanding i ssues and obtain all
necessary |icenses, permts, waivers and approvals
prior to site devel opnent. You acknow edge that?

MS. HERB: Yes. Understood and agree.

M5. MOORE: Thank you.

There was testinony previously regarding
t he signage where that woul d be a separate
application in the future, correct?

M5. HERB: That is correct. W have not
devel oped our plans yet and we have a bit of tine so
we wll be submtting for that at a | ater point,
yes.

M5. MOORE: And the Trash Encl osure:

Per Section 870-255.(A) (1), all
nonr esi denti al devel opnent shall provide for the
col l ection, storage and disposition of solid waste
and recycabl es. Testinony should be provided
regardi ng the collection, storage and di sposal
nmet hods for solid waste and recycl ables for the
proposed i nprovenents. The plans nust be revised or
a waiver is required. | think you're already

providing for this, correct?
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MS. HERB: Correct.

M5. MOORE: It's just that you're not
provi di ng anything new with this since you' re not
provi di ng additional beds, so | didn't note this as a
wai ver. But, Jim if they're not providing sonething
new, would they request a waiver? O they're
provi di ng trash now.

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: That woul d be an
al ready approved fromthe prior application. So
they're not changi ng anything that's already in
exi stence. There's no addition to the project that
rel ates to additional waste being produced.

MR BURNS: This is a preexisting
nonconformng; is that correct, M. Hyland?

MR HYLAND: Yes. And if the Board w ||
recall, the matter of trash collection, in general,
was al so addressed in the earlier application where
originally it was going to be a trash conpactor and
then we withdrew that at the request of the nei ghbors
and indicated that we would sinply continue to handl e
and di spose of trash and recycables as it was being
done at that tine.

And then in addition to that, of course,
we did agree to construct a higher and nore solid

privacy fence to screen that fromthe public. There
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was also a little bit of |andscaping that was
put in along O nond Avenue to kind of take away sone
of the starkness of that. So | think it's a
conbi nation, M. Burns, of sonething that was
preexi sting but, again, was acceptable to the Board
in an earlier application involving the overall
hospi tal property.

MR BURNS: The Chair's nenory is better
than mne but | believe that is correct.

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: It's true it was done.
We' ve heard fromthe comunity who was concer ned
about that specific issue and they resolved it based
on that fact.

M5. MOORE: Right. So then a waiver is
not necessary of this, correct?

MR BURNS: Not necessary.

M5. MOORE: All right. Thank you.

On page 13 the Summary of Vari ances and
Wai vers. So for variances | have parking on the sane
lot and lighting levels. And then for waivers, the
trash encl osure, | andscaping, street trees and trash
encl osure buffer. Are there any other variances or
wai vers that | may have m ssed during the testinony?
Sounds like a no. Then I'll nove on.

You' re aware of the approval process as
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listed on page 13. |If you have any questions, you
can contact ny office.

M5. HERB: Yes. Thank you.

M5. MOORE: And the Qutside Agency
Approval s, Canden County Pl anni ng Board, Canden
County Soil Conservation District. Are there any
others that | may have m ssed?

MR KOLDOVASOV: Yes. Canden County
Muni ci pal Utility Authority.

M5. MOORE: CCMUA. | will add that to
the list. And M. Chairman, that concl udes our
revi ew.

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: Thank you, Dena. Any
person on the Board having any questions related to
this project? | only have one concern to relate to
the client in reference to the Helipad. | live
across the street from Cooper Hospital who has its
owmn. And I'd like to recommend very strongly that
you consider to nmake sure that the route that those
choppers take, you do not pass over residential
properties. Minly because of the vibration that
t hose choppers generate can't affect the properties’
structures especially the ones that are very old.

Just giving you a suggestion on ny part.

We had that issue with Cooper and they re-routed
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their choppers going in a different direction; not
flying directly over property. So it's a concern on
my part as a Chairman, that living in this area where
choppers cone every day, it is a very serious concern
because these hones are historical and they do

vi brate when the choppers go by.

MR, HYLAND: M. Chairman, if | can
respond to that. The FAA eval uation and the permt
wll require the inbound and out bound flights to cone
in over Harleigh Cenetery. They will not be going
over residential areas. And | don't think anybody in
Har | ei gh Cenetery, including ny grandnother and
grandf at her, won't be disturbed at all.

CHAl RVAN DEJESUS: No, | don't think so.
|"mjust giving you a suggestion on ny part --

MR HYLAND: Yes, sSir.

CHAl RVAN DEJESUS: -- because | live
across the street.

M5. HERBS: We appreciate that.
