The area, it is nostly residential but
there is sonme busi nesses hereby that services this
community, just |like her laundromat.

MS. FOUNTAIN:  Thank you. And thank you,
Ms. Muhammad. | called her every day with questions.

Thank you so nuch.
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MR, EINGORN: The |ast matter for the
eveni ng, |last application, A Gft From God
M nistries, 2802 Thonpson Street. Wuld you raise
your right hand, please.

DARLENE DAUGHTRY, having first been duly
affirnmed, was exam ned and testified as foll ows:

MR EINGORN: Pl ease state your full nane
and address for the record.

M5, DAUGHTRY: My nane is Darl ene
Daughtry. Address is 205 White Pine Court, Bear,
Del aware, 19701.

MR EINGORN. Ms. Daughtry, can you tel
me your relationship to A Gft FromGod Mnistries?
MS. DAUGHTRY: |'m the owner.

MR EINGORN: Are you the sol e owner?

MS. DAUGHTRY: The sol e owner

MR EINGORN:  Very good. Do you need ne
to read the appeal for zoning or are you prepared to
proceed?

MS. DAUGHTRY: |'m prepared.

MR EINGORN: Very good. Let's hear what
you got .

MS. DAUGHTRY: | am seeking the Board's
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approval to put up a 6-foot fence around the
property along with to put sone bollards on the
sidewal k. | was also inforned that | had to put the
City on ny insurance which | did do that. And the
reasoni ng for requesting is that there on the back
street of the property -- well, let ne back up a
little bit.

We're a transitional home which we have
been there since 2002. W house those that are in
transition. W give them pernanent residency --
tenporary residency until we can help them get up on
their feet. In the neantine through the tinme that
we've had this property, there's | ow incone
resi dency, an apartnent conplex on the back side
which is Howell Street. And unfortunately, there's
no place for themto park except for 28th Street.
And what they tend to do is always park on the
sidewal k on the back of our property. O they'll
park on ny actual land, ny grass. And that has
becone a problemw th nmy insurance conpany because
every so often, we have to upgrade the concrete
because it's constantly cracking.

Then I"malso getting fines fromthe Gty
because of the anobunt of dunping that is going on on

my property. So | even at one point nade a deal with
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t he neighbors. | said, listen, | understand you
don't have a place to park. | will allow you

access. Just please naintain the property fromthe
debris, but they failed to do that. | continue to
get fines fromthe Gty. It has nowincreased to
becone a known place to dunp your stolen vehicles.

We recently had the police, PSE&G and everyone el se
out there because a vehicle that was stol en had
nitrogen gas inside of it. So that was the

drawi ng point for me and | then began to seek support
to put a fence up and to put the bollards up to keep
the stolen vehicles and the debris from being trashed
on to the property.

Not to nention if | can add to, it's also
for years, it was a place for those that have been in
t hat devel opnent to hide their drugs on ny property
until we added cameras going around the entire
perineter. And now the cops | ove ne because they use
our caneras to be proactive in the community. But it
was just known for themto conme and hide their
illegal stuff on our property. And, again, it is
just not a good place when the kids are trying to go
outside and they're doing that on the property.

MR EINGORN: |I'm | ooking at four
phot ogr aphs that you provided. D d you take these
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your sel f?

MS. DAUGHTRY:  Yes.

MR EINGORN: And did you mark them
your sel f?

MS. DAUGHTRY:  Yes.

MR EINGORN: Are you proposing to fence
the entire property?

MS. DAUGHTRY: That is correct.

MR, EINGORN: And can you descri be the
bol |l ards that you're proposing?

MS. DAUGHTRY: They are --

MR EINGORN: Are they |like the | ong
rectangl e bollards that you see?

MS. DAUGHTRY: They are stand-up
bollards. | think I took a picture of them

MR EINGORN: | apologize. | don't see
one.

M5. DAUGHTRY: So they're |like concrete
pol es. They stand about yay high. You can either do
four feet or six feet and they stand right there.
The purpose of the bollards are to keep people from
parking on the actual sidewal k. And so what they are
then a little four or six feet -- not six feet, |I'm
sorry -- four feet to five feet and they fill them

wth cenent. So that is to prevent -- oh, he has
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t hem

MR EINGORN: Let the record reflect that
M. Brito Bueno has found a photo on the Internet of
t he proposed bol | ards.

VI CE- CHAl RVAN COOPER:  Are they legal in
the Cty?

MS. DAUGHTRY: They are.

MR EINGORN. City Council approval would
be required to put them on the sidewal k.

MS. DAUGHTRY: Yes. And they said the
approval woul d be predicated on ne putting themon ny
i nsurance policy which | did attach that in there as
well. So they have been added on ny policy.

MR EINGORN:  And you're requesting
si x-foot high fence?

M5. DAUGHTRY: Yes. A 6-foot chain |ink
fence, yes.

VI CE- CHAIl RVAN COOPER: Now, this is a
corner property, correct?

MS. DAUGHTRY:  Yes.

MR. COOPER. On the corner itself, six
foot may be exceedi ng our --

M5. DAUGHTRY: On the corner?

VI CE- CHAIl RMAN COOPER:  Yes. Because of

cars turning and you got a 6-foot fence and you nay
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i npede the vision.

M5. DAUGHTRY: So I'mnot doing |like a
security-type fence. |It's just a chain |ink fence.

VI CE- CHAl RVAN COOPER:  Chain |ink?

M5. DAUGHTRY: Yes. So that's what | was
requesting. So they can see because there will be
not hi ng bl ocking that. And not to nention, if you
even | ook on the way the corner angles, ny property
cones in. So it's nore than enough of your vision
for you to be able to turn without it interfering
because it sits back where the fence woul d be.

VI CE- CHAI RVAN COOPER: And this is in
East Canden?

MS. DAUGHTRY: This is on the east side
of Canden, yes.

CHAl RMAN HANCE: Ckay. |I'mactually from
the east side, 28th Street.

MS5. DAUGHTRY: |'mon the corner of 28th
and Thonpson.

CHAl RMAN HANCE: | know where you are.
MS. DAUGHTRY: Ckay.
CHAI RMAN HANCE: | was raised and born

ri ght there.
M5. DAUGHTRY: We've been here since 2002

and | heard that house was like a little landmark in
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that community. The residents who owned that, she
used to rent part of the land out for themto do
gardeni ng. And they used to have all kinds of
gardeni ng and everything in there. A lot of the
nei ghbors conme and tell ne about the [ady on the
cor ner .

CHAI RVAN HANCE: The church is St. John
The Baptist right there.

MS5. DAUGHTRY: | know that. |I'ma
m ni ster.

MR, BRI TO BUENO Kyle, | got a question.
So we're only concentrating on the height of the
fence, right, not the bollards? That's not our
jurisdiction, right?

MR EINGORN: They would need -- it's
kind of hard to say. Yes, the 6-foot height is the
bul k variance. The bollards are sonething that
aren't permtted in the zone. R ght? O they're not
specifically permtted. And so they would need,
| guess, a bulk variance for that as well contingent
upon City Council approval and the insurance. So it
woul d be a conditional -- you have to condition the
approval on that.

M5. DAUGHTRY: So they did tell ne. W
ended up having to go back and apply for the bul k
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vari ance which we did that. They told ne that

this right here, would be solely for the hei ght of
t he 6-foot because they said the City would have to
approve the bollards to what you're saying.

M5. MUHAMVAD:. She already submtted the
information for the boll ards.

MS. DAUGHTRY: Yes, | did all of that for
t he bol | ards.

MR EINGORN: Then, yes, it ends for the
fence.

MS. DAUGHTRY: Yeah, it's just for the
six foot because the standard they said was four
foot. But when | was explaining why | needed the six
foot, they understood.

MR, BRI TO BUENO Why do you need it so
hi gh, the fence?

MS. DAUGHTRY: Because the goal really is
to keep the people out. And at a four foot you're
just are not going to keep themout. | know you may
say not even at a six but that's nore of a chall enge
for you to try to junp over a six foot than a four
foot. | would prefer a four foot especially for cost
reasons.

However, ny goal is really to becone a

deterrent and to keep the property |ines clean.
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Because as the young man here just said, just keeping
Canden and itself clean, | don't want ny property to
known as it is currently known now as the dunping

site and that's what it's known as, and | don't want

t hat .
MR BRI TO BUENO Do you have caneras?
M5, DAUGHTRY: We have the caneras. W
put the caneras all around. Well, that deterred the
drugs a little bit. But it still has not deterred

t he car because, again, they cone at night. So we've
even had to chop down as you know that area. You
know, that house was surrounded wi th over
30-sonething trees. W chopped down 20. That's
how many trees. It has becone a real cost to try to
just really maintain the property and to keep the
riff-raff off.

M5. ALSTON: R ght now you have not hi ng?

MS. DAUGHTRY: Right now we have
not hi ng.

M5. ALSTON: So you didn't even try
putting the 4-foot fence?

MS. DAUGHTRY: We did not try.

M5. ALSTON: And then you have the
caneras and nmaybe a "no trespassing sign"?

MS. DAUGHTRY: No. They take the
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"no-trespassing sign," the tow conpany sign, they
take them off every tine. W' ve used screws to put
themin and they take them off.

MS5. ALSTON:. \Were are they taking them
of f ?

M5. DAUGHTRY: O f the tree. That's the
only place we can put themwhich is on the tree and
they take themoff with screws and drill screws.

CHAI RVAN HANCE: So we're tal king about a
saf ety hazard, a health hazard and a trespassi ng?

MS. DAUGHTRY: That is correct. Because
not to nention there's been needles and different
paraphernalia that's always on the property.

CHAI RMAN HANCE: | thought it said, if
you took the steps of cutting the trees down, hook up
video and then the next one is the 6-foot fence --

MS. DAUGHTRY: That's correct.

CHAI RVAN HANCE: -- which we know, and you
got the first and cane for the 6-foot fence?

MS. DAUGHTRY:  Yes.

CHAI RVAN HANCE: So we know that a 4-foot
fence is not going to hold anyone out?

MS. DAUGHTRY:  Yes.

CHAl RMAN HANCE: And, again, it's for the

saf ety of your church?
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MS. DAUGHTRY:  Yes.

CHAl RMAN HANCE: And al so for the people
comng into the church?

MS5. DAUGHTRY: Yes, it is. It really is.

CHAl RMAN HANCE: And |I'm not tal king for
it. I'm--

MS5. DAUGHTRY: No. But it is for the
safety because especially in the climate in which
we're in today, it's a concern. |It's just not a
concern for nme but it's a concern for the residents
as well, especially the wonen who are comng in |late
at night fromwork. So we put up flood |ights and
everything on. But you see the people even with the
caneras and the flood lights comng on, they don't
care. They're still going through the property.

VI CE- CHAI RVAN COOPER:  It's a short cut?

MS. DAUGHTRY: That's exactly what it
is. | stood there one day and | asked the | ady,
excuse ne, | have the no-trespassing; please don't.
She | ooked at ne and sai d, okay, and kept going
t hrough the property. So there's nothing else | can
do but try to do this which is another costly
mechanismto try to deter what's currently going on.
And this is ny |last resort.

MR EINGORN: Any ot her questions for the
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applicant?

MS. ALSTON: | was just thinking about
maybe options |ike four foot in the front and then
six around the other. What was your train of thought
on that?

MR BRI TO BUENO That was mny question
Are you going to see that too fromthe front?

MR EINGORN:. Well, it's a corner |ot,
renmenber so it's going to have two frontages.

VI CE- CHAl RVAN COOPER: Do you have a stop
sign on either corner?

MS. DAUGHTRY: There's a stop sign on the
corner right there at 28th & Thonpson Street.

MR EINGORN. That's part of the issue
with a corner lot is, you have a lot of frontage.
It's half the property. How about we do this.

No nore questions?

CHAl RMAN HANCE: No questi ons.

MR EINGORN:. Let's open to the public.
Anybody in the public that's here tonight that woul d
like to be heard in support or in opposition to the
application of a Gft From God Mnistries, 2802
Thonpson Street for a 6-foot high fence? Hearing
none, we'll close the public portion.

MS. ALSTON: Just on this here, and you
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know where your property starts and ends at?

MS. DAUGHTRY:  Yes.

MS. ALSTON: Because | see you have a
drawing all the way around.

M5. DAUGHTRY: Yes. Because that's also
my |ot.

MS. ALSTON: Back here towards to where
the cars are?

MS. DAUGHTRY: Yes, that's ny | ot as
wel | .

M5. ALSTON: So it's going to go all the
way around the property?

MS. DAUGHTRY: Yes. And just so you see
t hose cars, those are the neighbor's cars who park on
the |l ot every day.

MR EINGORN. Did you bring any pictures
of the building itself?

MS. DAUGHTRY: No.

MR, EINGORN: | think what the Board is
running into is that, and I knowit's a corner |ot,
so it has two frontages. But there's really one
frontage for the house, the building itself, right?

MS. DAUGHTRY:  Yes.

MR EINGORN: So what | think the Board

is asking is, would you be able to do four-foot high
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al ong the front where the front door is but then six
foot around the rest. | think that's what the Board
is really asking.

M5. DAUGHTRY: | can do four foot at the
front. You're tal king about right there; that woul d
be Thonpson Street, correct?

MR BRI TO BUENO  Yes.

M5. DAUGHTRY: Right. Four foot on the
front of Thonpson Street is fine. Because it's --
they do just the walk-thru. |It's the cars and the
back end. That's ny biggest problem If | can keep
that at six feet.

MR EINGORN. So if I can just ask you
qui ckly. 1'"mshowi ng you this first photograph in
your packet. Is this here, this is Thonpson Street
so the front of the building is here?

MS. DAUGHTRY: Perm ssion to proceed?

MR, EINGORN: Yes. Can the Board see
this? So this is the first photograph. Can you tell
me where the front door is in relation to this?

V5. DAUGHTRY: So the front door is
ri ght up here.

MR EINGORN:. Is right here?

MS. DAUGHTRY:  Yes.

MR EINGORN. W can't really look at the
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phones because we can't keep your phone on the
record. R ght? You don't want to give up your
phone.

MS. DAUGHTRY: |'m sorry.

MR EINGORN. It's okay. So the front
door faces this way?

MS. DAUGHTRY: The front door faces that
way .

MR EINGORN: Right on to Thonpson
Street.

MS. DAUGHTRY: This is the front door.
When you cone right over here and you wal k up one
st ep.

MR EINGORN: So this is 28th Street
here. So where is the front door -- where is the
building in relation to this?

MS. DAUGHTRY: So this is 28th so this is
t he house all right there.

MR EINGORN: So this is the side?

M5. DAUGHTRY: This is the side. So the
fence will go right along that way.

MR EINGORN: So which one is Howel |
Street?

M5. DAUGHTRY: This is Howell Street.

MR EI NGORN:  Ckay.
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M5. DAUGHTRY: So the fence would then
again go right along all up in there.

MR EINGORN:. And then the building would
be over here?

MS. DAUGHTRY: The building is right in
here, right in between these trees right there.

MR EINGORN: CGot it.

M5. DAUGTHRY: If there's another -- all
these trees -- but this is whole dunp that they dunp.

MR, EINGORN: So these cars here, are
t hese on your property?

MS. DAUGHTRY:  Yes.

MR EINGORN: They're on your property?

MS. DAUGHTRY:  Yes.

MR EINGORN. |Is this the building here
or is the building to this side?

MS. DAUGHTRY: The building is over here.
That's the housi ng back there.

MR EINGORN: | understand now. | got

M5. DAUGHTRY: So it's here. And this is
all where they all -- this is the side right here
where they dunp the illegal cars. So this is where
we always find the cars at.

MR EINGORN:  Understood. Ckay. That
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makes a | ot of sense now

CHAl RMAN HANCE: |'mjust going to say
this. Are you going to use that |and for parking or
are you just going to block it off?

M5. DAUGHTRY: So we're going to block it
of f because the City, we talked to them W always
used it for parking for the residents. They have
soci al workers and different people and it's al ways
easy for themto cone up and park. But the Cty said
we couldn't use it until | paved it. Once | paved
it, then it is considered because we are a 501(c)(3).

CHAl RMAN HANCE: Ri ght.

MS. DAUGHTRY: So they would not put it
under as parking lot until we pave it. So that's the
goal .

CHAI RVAN HANCE: So now we' re goi ng back

to the 6-foot fence because | see sonething

di fferent.

MB. DAUGHTRY: Okay.

CHAl RMAN HANCE: You guys don't have to
agree with ne. | see the fence line here. Right?

MS. DAUGHTRY: Yes.
CHAIl RMAN HANCE: Now i f they pull up,
they're going to be past that fence line. The

sidewal k is what, six feet, seven feet long? So if
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you pull by that corner to nake that turn, you're
going to sit. The fence is not going to bl ock the
site. And the area that | know of, she needs a
6-foot fence because that area is bad back there.

And you got to get lighting. You need lighting back

t here.

MS. DAUGHTRY: | do.

CHAI RVAN HANCE: You have a street |ight
t here?

MS. DAUGHTRY:  Yup. There's one, two,
three, four, five, six -- seven. There are seven
nmotion lights that conme on. It |ooks |like a

Christmas |ight out there.

CHAI RVAN HANCE: So what |'m saying is,
she took every step until she cane to a 6-foot fence
to stop everything. So I'mgoing to take her
judgenent that she definitely needs a 6-foot fence.

MR, EINGORN: Even in the front where
the --

CHAl RMAN HANCE: Yes, | would put a
6-foot fence in the front because, |ike | said,
peopl e have been here before for a 6-foot fence. And
t hey were saying that dogs can go over it and they
can with a 4-foot fence. And if she's doing any type

of child care or anything like that, you want to keep
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themout. And it's going to be linked. [It's not
going to be a solid white fence. It's going to be a
i nked fence so you can still see through the fence.

| nmean, it's your option to go with four in the front
or six but you cane here for what?

M5. DAUGHTRY: | cane here for the six.

CHAl RMAN HANCE: So you cane here for the
six all the way around?

MS. DAUGHTRY: | cane here for the six
all the way around because |'mjust -- again, |
under st and what you guys are saying but y'all are not
living in ny situation. | have wonen; | have
children; | have all of these people and it's al ways
a concern. And if | put the four and | pay for it,
and it doesn't neet the situation that I'mtrying to
deter, I'mright back where | started from That's
what |'mtrying to get you to understand. He nmay
under st and nore because he knows the area.

CHAl RMAN HANCE: Well, | got a little bit
nmore than that. | work for Canden County CEOQ. W
have 16 buildings that I'min charge of. And the
i ssues with our buildings are, we have a 4-foot fence
but we got the honel ess com ng over the fence. W
got them making tents. W got them sl eeping there.

A 4-foot fence is not going to stop anybody honel ess
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fromcom ng over the fence. When you got past our
bui |l di ngs, you'll see even on our steps we have a
gate that they still clinb over.

And they actually put a tent up there.
And | got to conme there and |'mon call 24/7 and |
got to cone there and tell them could you pl ease
nove. So now we're going to raise that up to six
foot. Because the four foot that we put there -
well, we're going to cone and get perm ssion - but
the four foot that we put there, is not keeping
nobody out. It really isn't.

MR EINGORN: | think the question is,
that's a commercial building, right?

CHAl RVAN HANCE: AIl are commerci al
bui | di ngs, yes.

MR EINGORN: But this is a residential
building. So if you put a six foot and it's hard to
tell because we don't have a picture of the front of
the honme. But, generally, a 6-foot high fence that
surrounds the front of a hone, |ooks less |ike a hone
and nore like --

VI CE- CHAI RVAN COOPER:  Curb appeal is not
t here.

MR EINGORN:. Curb appeal really gets --

and part of the Board's job is to weigh, you know,
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what is this going to |ook like, right? Because does
it pronote the health, safety, wellness, the
beautification of the area? You need to consi der
whet her a 6-foot fence in front of the front door is
the esthetic that the Gty is |ooking for.

VI CE- CHAl RVAN COOPER:  Ri ght .

MR, EINGORN: | understand that there's
dunping in the back where a 6-foot fence woul d be.
But they're not, knock on wood, going to drive
t hrough the fence hopefully to park in the back.

To knock on wood, | say that because and now t hat |
say it, i1t's probably going to happen, and | don't
mean that factitiously. | think thisis areally
t ough situation.

M5. DAUGHTRY: |I'msorry. |If | can just
add what | deal with in that area.

MR EINGORN:  Sure.

MS. DAUGHTRY: When we put caneras up in
the home, they literally put a | adder up there and
cane and took the caneras down. They cane and t ook
t he canmeras down off the property. So then we turned
around and put the caneras inside. This was all on
the police report. W put the caneras inside the
home. They literally then put the | adder up on the

hone, broke the w ndow, cane in and snatched the
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caneras down because we gave the footage to the
police. This is what I'"'mdealing with why I'mtrying
totell you. It's nothing for themto go over a
4-foot. 1'd rather -- it's a deterrent.

What | do in ny career as a district

manager and | say to -- | don't put security guards
in stores to shoot people. | put themthere to be a
deterrent. That's what the fence is for ne. It is a
deterrent. | understand what you guys are saying

when you're tal king about turning the corner. But |
can't see -- it's not a privacy fence that |I'm asking
to put up. So | can't see how that 6-foot fence
woul d deter anyone from seei ng around the bend the
way that the corner is. The house sits back. It
doesn't sit up on the very edge of the corner; it
just doesn't.

And in regards to beautifying the Gty,
how can | beautify a Gty? Howw Il the chain |ink
6-foot fence take away fromthe beauty of the hone
anynore than the trash, the drugs and all the other
stuff that's being dunped on ny site? |If that nakes
sense, then | guess what you're sayi ng about the
6-foot fence, nmakes sense.

VI CE- CHAl RVAN COCPER:  The only probl em

we have, we don't have a problemw th the 6-foot
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fence. You go all the way around the perineter. But
when you cone to the front of your house and you got
a 6-foot fence that we're going to look at, that's
not curb appeal to us. You mght bring the 6-foot
fence to where your steps is; put a gate there or
sonething. It's not just all around.

CHAl RMAN HANCE: So what you're saying
is, if she cane to the front of the house --

VI CE- CHAI RVAN COCPER:  Yes.

CHAI RVAN HANCE: -- and nade a "U' to the
left and right side of the house --

VI CE- CHAI RVAN COCPER:  Yes.

CHAl RMAN HANCE: -- you got to | eave the
front open.

VI CE- CHAI RVAN COCPER:  Open.

MS. DAUGHTRY: |'mnot going to block in
ny steps and stuff.

VI CE- CHAl RVAN COOPER:  But fromthe curb
you are blocking it cause you got to open the gate to
get to your steps. Do you understand what |'m
sayi ng?

MB. DAUGHTRY: Right.

MR BRI TO BUENO Can we see sone
pi ctures?

MR EINGORN: Yes. | think that's part
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of the issue.

MR. BRI TO BUENO. So we can see what
we're tal king about?

MR EINGORN. Right. 1 think we need to
see the front of the building and what you're
proposing at the front. Because w thout that
information, it's really difficult for the Board to
make a determ nati on whether or not six feet at the
front of the building is going to be appropriate.

MS. DAUGHTRY: | understand that you said
that | could not use ny phone because you can't keep
it. But can | at least just showit to you so that
you can get an idea?

MR EINGORN. We're not suppose to do
t hat because we're suppose to have what we hear in
the record.

VI CE- CHAl RMVAN COOPER: I f you have
sonet hi ng, cone up.

MR, EINGORN: The issue is this. You
have nei ghbors. GCkay? And | want -- just one
second. Just let ne explain what |I'msaying. And |
know t here's nobody here. These people here just
showed up so | don't if they're here in relation to
this to this application. But the point is that, if

sonebody were to chall enge your approvals and they'l]|
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have 45 days to do that, and then the Board made a
deci si on wi thout the photographs, there's a
possibility that they could win. R ght? And then
you' d be either back here or you woul dn't get your
fence at all based upon what happens.

So it's not just for the Board's
protection. It's for your protection as well.
Ri ght? Because to the extent you get the variance
you're requesting, you want it to hold up on appeal
to the extent that soneone cones in and says, whoa,
whoa; you just stuck a big fence in front of the
property. Right? So w thout the photographs, you
have an i nconpl ete kind of application and an
inability to denonstrate to the Board: Hey, we have
enough space; we have enough air; we have enough
light to denonstrate that a 6-foot fence at this
poi nt of the property would be appropriate visually.

And so when you get your approvals, the
Board woul d |i ke - because renenber, the Board' s the
one who has to defend itself on appeal - would |ike
to have sonething in the record that it can stand on
to withstand an appeal. R ght? Because the Board is
a quasi-judicial Board. They act as a judge. And so
to the extent that there is an appeal, we'd all be

before the court together.
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CHAl RMAN HANCE: So what |'msaying is
this. You're going to have it professionally
installed, correct?

MS. DAUGHTRY:  Yes.

CHAl RMAN HANCE: Ckay. So | would go to
whoever you're going to get to install it, have them
give you a diagramof how it would | ook around your
house so then we get a clear picture of how it | ooks.
That way you won't be running back and forth; soneone
won't cone here and say, hey, that's terrible.
