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DR WLLIAMS: Good norning, M. Chair
and Menbers of the Planning Board. | have just one
part of ny report just for your information. You
have a Resolution referral fromthe Council regarding
a Zoni ng Code Anendnent Section 870-230.R and
Section 870-268. C regardi ng, one, the cash
contribution requirenent for parking deficiencies.
And Number 2, requiring electronic subm ssions as
part of their overall subm ssion package to the
Boar d.

In the first instance, we need to add
| anguage for a waiver. And the other design
requi rements wai vers are allowable. But
specifically in this |language in this code, |anguage
representing a wai ver does not exist. So what we're
addi ng is |l anguage that would allow for waivers on a
case- by-case basis. And once, again, regarding
870-268.C, it's requiring that all subm ssions be
done el ectronically.

What wi Il happen then, once applicants
submt the application through el ectronic subm ssion,
we W ll post that on the website so that when
applicants, residents and other interested parties
want to review the informati on as opposed to com ng

to the departnent, they can dowload it fromthe
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website fromthat point on. So, M. Chair and
Menbers of the Board, those are the two anmendnents.

MR BURNS: So when you would like the
Board when it comes up, Dr. WIlianms, just to approve
t he Resolution referring the Arendnments?

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for cash contribution requirenment as approved by the
Zoning Oficer. And, also, an anendnent requiring
that the subm ssions of all applications under this
section are also to take place through el ectronic
subm ssion to the Planni ng Board.

Very straightforward referrals. They
make perfect sense. | agree with Dena. These are
things that normally happen with subm ssions. And it
does all ow for easier access for our professionals.
And | reviewed the amendnent. | reviewed the
proposed | anguage. It all seens in order. So | turn
it back to you, M. Chairman, as to how you want to
proceed. W would have to open it to the public for
any conmment .

CHAI RVAN DEJESUS: Dena, do you have
sonething to say?

M5. MOORE: One other thing. | guess |
wanted to find out if this |anguage is for the
initial subm ssion application that we' re asking for
that. Because, you know, | receive Resol ution
conpl i ance subm ssion applications too. And | have
one that just submtted electronic only. And we're
not at the point. | didn't realize it was ny
initial Resolution conpliance.

So we're not really at the point where |
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can do electronic only on certain reviews. So |
wanted to find out if this | anguage addresses the
initial application subm ssion as opposed to the
subsequent subm ssions that may take place where
sonetinmes |'mokay with electronic only but other
times, they need paper because there are too nany
t hi ngs that nmay change.

DR WLLIAVS: Right. But the initial

application should be paper and electronic. And if

we need to enforce that for subsequent anendnents, we

can do that too.

DR WLLIAMS: M. Chair, if I my. On
Items "F," the HPC voted to deny the C OF A because
we di scovered the panels were already installed prior
to approval. So for Item"F," it should be a denial.
The rest of them are recommended for approval.

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: Any questions fromthe
Board in reference to these Certificates? Hearing
none, | open it up to the public. Anyone in the
public have any interest or response to the proposed
reports presented for the Certificate of
Appropri ateness? Doctor, do you have anybody?

W
did all docunentations; everything was subm tted.
And about a nonth or two later, they cane back with
the installation. And the first thing |I told these
peopl e as soon as they cane in was, if they had
gotten the approval fromthe City. Because | had
tried to get solar panels prior to this and it was
denied, | want to say, like two or three years before
t hat .

They assured ne and, | nean, | had them
sitting in nmy house for over 40 m nutes before -- |

needed sonebody to confirmthat these were approved
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and ready to go up, because | had just replaced ny
roof and I wanted to make sure that, you know, if
t hey went up, that no issues were going to happen and
that everything is set to go. So this was al npst
four years ago. And at no point have | had been able
to contact that conpany, nor anybody from you know,
within their installation departnent. | have been
given the runaround the whole entire tine. And I'm
tal ki ng, they've been on for alnost four years now.

They told nme at one point that everything
was ready; that all | needed was for PSE&G to cone
and change the neter; and that | should contact
PSE&G and see if they had the POready. | called
PSE&G and they said: No, there's no PO we actually
have no record of those panels being up at our house.
So this has been an ongoing battle wth these people.
|"ve called many, nmany tines. |'ve asked to speak to
supervisors. |'ve been told that they're going to
call nme back. And, again, this is four years in the
maki ng. W actually just got in touch with soneone
and they said that the conpany had changed owners and
that they were going to do the whole thing as a new
set up.

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: Do you have anyt hing

in witing, M. Reyes?
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MS. REYES: The only thing | have in
witing fromthemis the initial contract which was
about four years ago. | nean, | didn't think to ask
if they could show ne like the permts or anything
i ke that because |'ve changed ny roof, | changed ny
wi ndows and |'ve never had any kind of issues with
aski ng sonmebody for the actual permt. | didit in
good faith.

MR BURNS: | understand that. Doctor
WIllianms, what's the procedure when you have the
install ation done? Apparently, based on the
testinony, the new conpany wll conme out and
reinstall or do what needs to be done to connect
t hese sol ar panels. Does the applicant, M. Reyes,
and her husband need to reapply to the H storic
Preservation Commttee? Wat are the steps?

DR WLLIAMS: Unfortunately, to the
Chair and Menbers of the Board, this is an ongoi ng
problemwi thin the Cty regardi ng sol ar panel
conpani es installing panels because they get
conm ssions on these panels to sell these panels.
And we cone across a nunber of cases in the Cty
particularly in our historic districts where the
panels are already up. And |I'mgetting feedback

froma |lot of owners that said that they assured the
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owners that they got all the permts.

But the permt for this locations, |'ve
had ny files fromday one and we're been trying to
get themto cone to the Conm ssion neeting to testify
about the panels because you can't have themin
public view because of the historic district.

Anot her firmcane to the neeting, this past neeting
and they didn't even know that the panels were
already up from another conpany. So it was j ust
prudent for the Comm ssion to say no. Not that they
can't cone back but we can't approve what's currently
t here.

MR BURNS: That's inportant that
finding, M. Reyes, because nobody is passing any
aspersions(ph) or doing any -- certainly the Cty not
the Historic Conmm ssion, is doing anything that's
going harmyou in any way as far as any action that
needs to be taken, any violations. Wat | think you
need to do based on what | just heard is to get that
conpany to file the appropriate permt so that they
can install, reinstall the solar panels and nake good
on that comm tnent that they nade to you. You're
going to have to work out the costs and all of that.
We can't give you any gui dances to that.

But | think right now you're kind of
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starting all over without prejudice. And the best we
can do is deny it for now so that, one, the
installation that has been done is not deened
appropriate as Dr. Wllians indicated; get this new
conpany to cone out; have themfile the appropriate
paperwor k; make sure that you sign off on that
paperwork; and get before the Hi storic Conm ssion
again. And we'll do everything we can to try to help
you. This is an unfortunately situation. But as the
Pl anni ng Board, there's only so nmuch we can do ot her
than to give you, what | hope, to be free |egal
direction here and |I'm happy to provide to you and
get you where you need to be. But that's how |l would
try to approach it.

MR LEONARD: Jim can | chine in real
qui ck?

MR BURNS: Yes, sure, M. Leonard.

MR LEONARD: Since | do this for a
living every day with the Union. M am two things
you can do. One, is that you can file a conpl ai nt
with the Board of Public Uilities because every
sol ar devel oper has to be regi stered because they
work with a utility, in this case, PSE&G so you can
file a conplaint there. And the other thing you can

do is, go online at the New Jersey Division of
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Consuner Affairs. And if you don't get satisfaction
with the new conpany, you can file a conpl ai nt
because they're suppose to be a regi stered business
with the State of New Jersey.

M5. REYES: As of |ike the Better
Busi ness Bureau?

MR, LEONARD: So the New Jersey
Departnment of Consuner Affairs would be our version
in New Jersey. And you can call them and they have
| i ke an advocate, a watchdog where you can file a
conplaint if you' re not getting satisfaction. 1In
this case if you're not, you should that imedi ately.
But | would also call the Board of Public Uilities
and file a conplaint if you feel that you've been
treated unfairly, especially since it's a
utility-grade product.

MS. REYES: WIIl do. Thank you so rmnuch.

MR, LEONARD: You're wel cone.

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: Ms. Reyes, al so you
can go to the website of the New Jersey Consuner
Affairs. They have a specific location for filing
conpl ai nts agai nst any conpany that provides a
service to you and did not conplete their job. So
if you can't reach, you can go by phone. You can

also do it by website.

Again, Tom Letizia, attorney with
Trout man, Pepper, Ham |ton, Sanders representing, as
the Chair noted this very |ong nanme, SC Garden State
Growt h Zone Urban Renewal Devel opnent Entity, Inc.,
better known as Subaru. And they are both the
applicant as well as the owner of the subject
property.

Notice of this hearing was published in
the official newspaper and nailed to all owners
within 200 feet as required by law. An affidavit
confirmng sanme was filed with the Board Secretary
Ms. MIller and subject to confirmation from your
counsel, M. Burns. W believe that notice is in
order and we ask for confirmation on the record,
pl ease.

MR, BURNS: Yes, Counsel, | did receive a

copy of your notice. The notice was appropriate. It
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was deened acceptable. |1've also received your
affidavits and everything is in order for you to
proceed. And just for the record, Counsel, what we
normally do, the Chair will instruct for nme with the
perm ssion of the Chair, is provide us with a brief
overvi ew of what's being proposed. W'Il| then swear
in your professionals and then we go right to the
review letter fromRem ngton & Vernick. Qur
engi neer, Ms. Johnson, will go through that letter
and your professionals can respond to the comments.
It just noves things a little quicker.

MR LETIZIA® Very good, M. Burns. [|I'm
happy to obliged. That's fine.

Let ne just give a brief overview for the
board. The subject property is identified as Lot 9
and Bl ock 459 of the Gty Tax Map. The address of
t he subject property is One Subaru Drive. The
property has been the site of Subaru of Anmerica
Headquarters since 2018. The property is within the
LA, Light Ofice Industrial Zone District and the
Gat eway Redevel opnent Pl an area.

As indicated by the Chair, this is an
application for prelimnary and final site plan for
proposed i nprovenents to the existing parking | ot on

the site. Subaru proposes these inprovenents in
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order to control vehicular traffic on the property by
i ncreasing the queuing capacity at its 11th Street
entrance. And we will explain this in nore detai

t hr ough our engi neer.

In addition to the entrance changes, a
new row of parking spaces will be constructed at the
edge of the existing parking lot to conpensate for
spaces | ost near the 11th Street entrance. There is
no change of use proposed and the i nprovenents are
consi stent with the use and bul k zoni ng st andards
applicable for the site. |In other words, no
vari ances are requested with this application.

The proposed design results in a slight
increase in the nunber of parking spaces and a slight
decrease in inprovenent coverage conpared to the
exi sting condition while, again, maintaining the bulk
standards on the site. And with that, | will now
i ntroduce our civil engineer who is Kyl e MacGeor ge.
He can now be sworn.

MR, MacCGEORGE: In the neantine, if it
pl eases the Board, | can just pull up a site plan so
peopl e can see as we go through the letter.

MR, BURNS: That woul d make the Chairman
happy. Thank you.

CHAl RMAN DEJESUS: Very happy.
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M5. MOORE: Kyle, did you want to add
anything on record or just go right to the
letter?

MR MacCGEORGE: |'Il just say very, very
briefly to just orient everybody now that we have the
plan up. | won't go through all the details. But
you'll see on this plan that the inprovenents are
what is shown in the darker spots here and
everything. That light is existing. Just zoomng in
to show what's really proposed, it's the primry
I nprovement .

There was an exi sting guardhouse that's
| ocated right about where ny nouse is hovering
currently. And we're shifting that further into the
site which provides for nore queui ng space, as well
as widening that lane. And then as already noted on
the record, the parking reconfigurations are sinply
to replace any parking that was |lost up front. But
that's primarily the inprovenents.

M5. MOORE: M. Chairman, |I'mreferring
to Rem ngton & Venick's letter dated February 5,
2024. Starting on page 3.

Per Section 870-231.B.(1)(a), parking
spaces at 90-degree angl es should be di nensioned 9

feet by 18 feet. The applicant has stated that they
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have proposed parking spaces that are 8 feet by 18
feet and have requested a vari ance.

Now, our office could not determ ne the
| ocati on of these proposed 8 feet by 18 feet parking
spaces. Do you actually have those on the plan?

MR MacCEORGE: Yes. To clarify, the
reason that that note was left on the plan is, that
that was a variance that was approved as part of the
initial application for existing parking spaces. But
all of the new proposed spaces are all 9 by 18 and
conpliant wwth the Code. So we're not actually
asking for that variance. It was a note fromthe
ori gi nal application.

M5. MOORE: All right. | just wanted to
make sure because | couldn't locate that. So I wll
renove that variance fromthe back and |I'Il just
state: This comment is not applicable.

The applicant shoul d provide testinony
regardi ng satisfying the electric charging facilities
requi renents at the Subaru site.

MR MacCGEORGE: Yes. So actually, the
site currently has 62 spaces that are already EV
chargi ng spaces so the site is currently conpliant
and actually and then sone with the State O di nance.

We're happy to show those | ocati ons when we resubmt
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the plans so that it's clear for the record.

M5. MOORE: Thank you.

The applicant should be aware that the --
|"'mon to the Stormnvater Col | ection & Managenent
System The applicant should be aware that the
post - devel opment peak runoff cannot exceed the
pre-devel opnent peak runoff for the 25-year storm
event. Confirm ng cal cul ati ons shoul d be provided
for review

MR MacCEORGE: We'll conply.

M5. MOORE: A stormnater fee is to be
cal cul ated for the site as outlined in Appendi x XVIII
of the Gty Odinance. The calculations wll be
revi ewed by our office. The fee nust be paid by the
applicant prior to final signatures of the plan.

MR MacCEORGE: W'l conply.

M5. MOORE: Per Section 870-227. A 4,
per manent benchmarks shall be set for all ngjor
subdi visions and for site plans exceeding two acres
in size. Concrete nonunents or other simlar
per manent structures shall be used. The permanent
benchmar ks shoul d be indicated on the Overall Site
Pl an.

So it's very possible you already did

this. | just didn't see it noted on the Overall Site
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Pl an t hose benchmarks.

MR MacCGEORGE: Sure. We'll definitely
work with you on this, but we'll conply with the
request .

M5. MOORE: The site plan should indicate
the referenced horizontal and vertical datuns. A
conversion factor to 1929 NGVD nust be provided on
t he plans, since the Topographic and Uility Pl ans
i ndi cate the use of NAVD 1988.

MR MacCEORGE: We'll conply.

M5. MOORE: An architectural plan of the
guard booth should be provided for review?

MR, MacGEORCGE: So for this one what
we're going to request is that, it was a
prefabricated existing guard booth that we're
actually just sinply relocating. So what we' ve done
is taken a nunber of photos of them and di nensi oned
themin order to confirmthe height requirenments. So
if that's acceptable for us to submt those to you
with all that information for review, that's what we
woul d propose because these are really aren't
architectural drawi ngs per se since it's an existing
facility.

M5. MOORE: That would be sufficient as

long as it has the dinensions, that's what we're
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| ooki ng for.

MR, MacGEORGE: Under st ood.

MR BURNS: W're getting sone feedback
from sonebody. Pl ease nute except for Kyle and
whoever else is testifying.

M5. MOORE: The top of curb el evations
shoul d be shown for all curb inlets.

MR MacCEORGE: We'll conply.

M5. MOORE: The locations and |imts of
depressed curb should be stated on the site plan.

MR MacCEORGE: We'll conply.

M5. MOORE: All utilities and rel ated
appurtenances on the site shall be | ocated
underground or in the building. Were overhead
electric or tel ephone distribution supply |ines and
servi ce connections have been installed fromthese
overhead lines, the connections fromthe utilities'
overhead |lines nust be installed underground. The
Uility Plan should note this. You'll add that note
specifically?

MR, MacCGEORGE: Yes, we'll do. Wwe'll
conply.

M5. MOORE: The applicant shoul d provide
testi nony regardi ng no proposed potable water or

sanitary sewer services required for this application
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other than the fire hydrant relocation. So no other
services, correct?

MR MacCGEORGE: That is confirnmed, yes.

M5. MOORE: And this project nust be
approved by both the City Engineer and the Cty
Fire Chief prior to final approval with witten
verification provided to our office prior to final
signatures on the plan.

MR, MacGEORGE: Understood and we'l |
conply.

M5. MOORE: You confirnmed that there are
no new utilities so No. 5, the CCTV is not applicable
here. GCkay? O about the CCTV inspection.

MR MacCGECRGE: No. Thank you.

MS. MOORE: No, I'msorry. Because you
are changi ng the storm sewer.

MR MacCGEORGE: W're reconnecting to an
on-site one so our thought on this one, if you want
to | eave the comment in, was that we would conply to
the extent that the Gty Engineer requires us to do
it. We would work through with that with you and
M. Joyner.

M5. MOORE: Let's do that. Let's |eave
that comment and that's just for the storm sewer

system on-site.
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The structural calculations for the
freestandi ng standi ng pedestal unit for the card
reader and security canmera pol e should be provided
for review

MR MacCEORGE: W will conply.

M5. MOORE: The plans shoul d note that
all site work construction and details nust conform
to the standards of the Gty of the Canden.

MR MacCEORGE: We'll conply.

M5. MOORE: Per Section 870-244.F(4),
parking |l ot islands should contain one shade tree, a
m ni mum of three inches in caliper and 14 to 16 feet
i n height and shrubs not exceeding 24 inches in
hei ght. The applicant has proposed shade trees with
a mninmumof 2 1/2 inch caliper. Plans should be
revised to include additional plantings or a waiver
shoul d be request ed.

MR MacCEORGE: W'l revise the plans to
be conpliant and ask for the waiver.

M5. MOORE: Ckay.

No |ighting has been proposed as part of
this application and testinony shoul d be provided
that the existing lighting is sufficient.

MR, MacCGEORGE: Yes, we have confirnmed

that the existing lighting is sufficient. So no new
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lighting is proposed.

M5. MOORE: The Traffic Report, | had no
comments for the Traffic Report for what was
submtted. And the Environnental |npacts: Qur
of fice took no exception to the Environnental | npact
Assessment prepared in support of the application.

The applicant shoul d address refuse
coll ection and recycling in accordance with Section
870-224.B(14). Is it the sane as what's there now?

MR, MacCGEORGE: It's the sane as what's
there now, correct. So we're not proposing any
changes to it. |It's over by the | oading dock area.

M5. MOORE: Testinony should be provided
regardi ng the | ocation of the proposed "Concrete
Washout" sign and that the sign will be renoved
foll ow ng construction on site.

MR MacCGECRGE: Yes. That sign that was
shown, was intended to be tenporary but it's not
actually required so we're going to just sinply
renove it fromthe plan to avoid confusion noving
f orwar d.

M5. MOORE: Ckay.

Testinmony shoul d be provided as to
whet her any ot her signage is proposed as part of this

appl i cation?
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MR, MacCGEORGE: Confirned. There is no
ot her signage proposed for this application.

M5. MOORE: Per Section 870-189.C,
accessory buildings, structures, and uses shall not
occupy a front yard. The applicant has proposed to
rel ocate the existing guard booth in the front yard
al ong South 11th Avenue. A variance is required.

MR MacCEORGE: So with regard to this
one, | guess if a variance is required, we would
request it. W felt that it wasn't necessarily
requi red just because it was previously approved.
And all we're doing is actually noving it further
fromthe property line. So froma front yard
point-of-view, it's an inprovenent. But if the
Board requires us to request a variance for that as a
formality, we're happy to do that.

MR BURNS: While it was a pre-existing
nonconform ng where it was, the noving of it
generates the need for the new variance. Your notice
was fine. It had the appropriate |anguage. So the
Board is in a position to grant that tonight.

MR LETIZIA: Ckay. Thank you.

M5. MOORE: Right. And that's the sane
as our office, the fact that the | ocation had

changed, but it's still in the front yard. [It's just
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t he di nensi oni ng has changed.

Per Section 870-189. G accessory
bui | di ngs and structures shall not exceed 10 feet in
hei ght. D nensions for the guardhouse shoul d be
provi ded to confirm conpliance.

MR, MacCGEORGE: As stated before, we wl
provide that for your review but we have confirned
that it's less than ten feet so no variance is
goi ng to be required.

M5. MOORE: Ckay. Thank you.

The 30-foot scale should be renoved from
the Overall Site Pl an.

MR MacCEORGE: We'll conply.

M5. MOORE: The plan should note that the
applicant will conmply with the Gty's "Ordi nance
Est abl i shi ng Standards for the Subm ssion of Maps and
O her Docunents in a Digital Format."

MR MacCGEORGE: W'l conply.

M5. MOORE: The applicant and owner are
rem nded that site safety is their responsibility.
The plan should note that "The owner, or his
representative, is to designate an individual
responsi ble for construction site safety during the
course of the site inprovenents pursuant N. J. A C

5:23-2.21(e) of the N.J. Uniform Construction Code
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and CFR 1926. 32(f) the OSHA Conpetent Person." You'll
add that note specifically to the pl ans?

MR MacCGEORGE: We'll add that note, yes.

M5. MOORE: The Summary of Variances and
Wai vers, we just have the one variance for
Section 870-189.C, the accessory building front yard.

MR MacCEORGE: Agreed.

M5. MOORE: You' re aware of the approval
process that's |listed on page 6 and 7?

MR MacCEORGE: W are.

M5. MOORE: |If you have any questions
regardi ng that, you can contact ny office.

MR MacCGEORGE: W'l do.

M5. MOORE: And | have the Qutside Agency

Approval s as both Canden County Pl anning Board and
Canden County Soil Conservation District. The
Pl anning Board I'm sure would just be the exenption.

MR MacCGEORGE: Right. Agreed. But we
wll get both of those and submt them

M5. MOORE: Any others that you nay see
necessary.

MR MacCGEORGE: W don't. W agree with
your assessment.

M5. MOORE: Well, thank you. That

concl udes our review, M. Chairnman.

MR, BURNS: M. Chairnman, before you do
that, | just want to put on the record what's being
reviewed. The applicant is requesting prelimnary
and final site plan approval to add an entrance | ane
and to rel ocate the guardhouse and gate arns further
into the site to control vehicular traffic on the
property by increasing the queuing capacity on the
South 11lth Street entrance at the existing Subaru
Headquarters. And to al so reconfigure parking as
needed.

It's a very straightforward application.
It could have been by-right with the exception that

t he guardhouse whi ch was previously approved, is
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bei ng noved back further into the side which creates
the need for a new variance. |It's no different than
t he variance that had been granted by this Board
probably in 2018 with the approval of this
application originally. So there really doesn't need
to be nmuch testinony in support of that variance.

It's just being addressed as a relocation
of a preexisting issue that was previously approved
by the Board. And with that M. Chairman, there's
really no conditions that | know other than what's
contained in Dena's review letter, which the
applicant has agreed to conply wth based on the
testi nony.
